Tne question is whit reasonable 
compensation should there be % Here is a demand 
that we should sanction the building] of this road 
and thereby san ;tion the destruction of the * pro­
perty or rights which the Great Western rail­
way purchased, and that we should not even 
consider the question of compensation. That 
shocks all my notions of equity. I hold that it 
would be a monstrous thing for us to take awn y a 
valuable property stipulated for as this has been, 
without even considering the question of compensa­
tion. When this hill was before the railway com­
mittee the Great Western railway claimed that they 
should be relieved from some portions if not all of 
the lease if the bill became law. But mV honorable 
friend (Mr. Meredith) actually took the objection 
that as the city was not a legal party to the lease the 
committee had no right to consider such a claim 
from the Great Western railway. If that is the 
position of the matter then I say it is impossible for 
us to pass the bill. My honorable friend ought in 
equity to have said, ‘It is fair to consider that/ 
My honorable friend might have said, * There shall 
be no compensation ; that in justice and equity, 
under a!l the circumstances, every tittle of these 
stipulations shall remain in force/ But he did not 
ventnre to place it upon that basis. He stated that 
the cjmmittee had no right to entertain or consider 
the claim of the Great Western railway. My honor­
able friend had a legal right to take such 
hut having done so he shut himself out 
legislature passing the bill.

In the course of a speech in the debate 
on the address the present session (January

The provincial government should 
not and cannot properly treat the railway 
question of to-day as an open ' one, in­
volving only the personal responsibility 
of members.

if We have already endeavor^ to 
what the duty of Ontario's local represen­
tatives is, in the matter of railway legis­
lation now before them, 
presented may be here briefly recapitulat­
ed. Competition by local railways - having 
failed, we must in the public interest try 
to find some other form of competition— 
something that we can depend upon. 
Under the circumstances the developement 
and the perpetuation of competition be­
tween the great through lines seems to be 
the only course left to us, short of buying 
up the railways and making them the 
perty of the commonwealth, 
already three g-eat east and weat lines, 
but one of them—the Great Western, stops 
short at Toronto, a circumstance which pre­
vents its competing with the other two as 
effectively as the public interest requires. 
Further, this line ii sttacked now as often 
before by it* gigantic rival the Grand 
Trunk, and by a host of railway promoters 
and charter-brokers, whose schemes, 
ii sanctioned by the local house, 
may end in forcing it into 
amalgamation, and' so handing over nearly 

* the whole of this Province to the Grand 
Trunk, unchecked and uncontrolled. From 
the throwing out of these schemes the 
double benefit will result of securing the 
continuation of such com] etion as we al­
ready have in Western Ontario, and the 
certainty of soon seeing a new competition 
opened up to the eastward, all the way 
through Canadian territory to the Canadian 
seaboard. If, on the contrary, the local 
house sanctions such a policy as mast end 
in crippling the Great Western so as to 
drive it into amalgamation, then, not only 
will the competition we now have in the 
peninsula be destroyed, but all hope of 
getting additional competition to the east­
ward will be forever blotted out. It is for 
the interest not only of this Province but 
of the Dominion generally that we should 
have three great competing lines, but the 
result of sanctioning some of the 
schemes now before the local house 
would almost certainly be to 
it us to two only — the 
Trunk and the Canadian Pacific. The com­
petition of three great lines is immensely 
better fdr the public than that of two only; 
there is what we may call a world of differ­
ence between the two cases. , With regard 
to the securing of three great competing 
lines going through on our own soil to our 
own seaboard, there are literally “ millions 
in it ” for the country. Such is in sub­
stance the argument to which we have 
invited the attention of Ontario’s repre­
sentatives in the local house, who will, it 
is to be hoped, duly consider their respon- 
"ibilities in the matter.

It will net do, however, tor stop at this 
point It is necessary to go a step further, 
and to show that in the present case there 
lies upon the local government a responsi- 

. bilitÿ more immediate and more pressing 
by far than the individual responsi­
bility of members to their constitu­
ents merely. The fact must be realized that 
in the matter of railway legislation we 
have reached a crisis involving something 
more than the mere individual responsi- 

, bihty of members. The case now on hand 
and to be dealt with is, in short, one of con­
stitutional responsibility on the part of the 
provincial government ; this and nothing 
ess is what it amounts to. In years past 
t has been possible to consider this or the 

other railway bill from a municipal point 
of view chiefly, and to treat it as something 
in which the people of the district affected 
were really the principal parties concerned 
—the parties having the first and foremost 
rights in the premises. If they were satis­
fied, the preamble was generally held to be 
proven, and the bill easily passed. Bnt 
circumstances alter cases, and the thing 
which now ia differs very materially from 
the thing which has been, and which until 
very recently was. It has to be repeated, 
most emphatically, that things are not as 
they were ; and that to fall short of reali­
zing this is to miss the essential 
point in the present situation, 
former occasions it has been that 
a railway bill before the local house could 
he looked at as something concerning a few 

_ townships or a county or two only, and a 
few cases of this character may still keep 
coming up. But the times liave changed, 
especially the railway times, if we may 
coin an expression for the occasion. An 
avalanche of railway bills unprecedented 
in our history, as is being generally re­
marked, has come down upon the house. 
The number merely of the schemes pro­
posed might suffice to change into a ques­
tion of kind what was before one of degree 
only ; bnt, this consideration aside, the 
whole situation is so essentially changed 
that we are in danger of doing serious 
mischief should we still go on in the old 
way, just as if there had been no change 
lit all to speak of. Ifofore, we have had 
local legislation that allicteil municipalities; 
again, we have had it when it was of pro­
vincial importance ; now, the Ontario 
house ia virtually legislating for the Dom­
inion. It looks like going a start­
ling length to say this ; but the
thing is substantially true, nevertheless.

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RAILWAY CHARTER INVESTIGATION.
The time has eurely arrived when the 

government of thia province should take a 
stand in the matter of indiscriminate railway 
chartering. We do not mean that noth­
ing in this way has been done before, for 
last session Mr. Mowat took a very deci­
ded stand against the London Junction 
bill, on the ground that it was an interfer­
ence with the rights of property. That 
such a thing should be proposed shocked 
all his notions of equity, he said. But 
this year we have the same old two-and- 
sixpence up again before the house, along 
with a lot more pieces of similar bad 
metal, all seeking to pass the government 
test and to be sent out as genuine.

It is due also to the legisla­
ture as a body, and to individual members, 
that they should not be called upon, without 
sufficient knowledge of the f^ts, to legi­
slate upon matters of such importance as 
those which make up the avalanche of 
bills just now brought down upon the 
house. Nay, more, should not the pro- 
vinvincial government think it due 
to themselves, as well as to tho 
country, to cause this much-needed infor­
mation to be obtained and made public ;
