The Half-Yearly Statement of the Federal
and the Mail and Globe's Comments—
is the Practice to be Encouraged ?

The half-yearly statement of the F@enl
bank was published yesterday, and ' the
(lobe and Mail took occasion to pronounce
favorably on it. Here is what they said :

: From'the Globe of Yesterday.

The half-yearly statement of the Federal bank
will no doubt cause surprise oa the part of “ bears”
by its magnificent showing. A great deal has been
written lately against this lustitution, but the
shareholders have to be congratulated upen the
large net profit of 19.15 per cent, and as the ‘“ rest”
is nearly 50 per cent of the paid-up ocspital, an ln-
creased dividend may be confidently expected in the
spring.

Frem the Mail of yesterday.

The statement of the Federal noW in the hands of
the sharehelders? as all along pred'cted by the Mail,
will not only prove highly gratitying to them, but
present a showing never yet equalled in the banking
annals of this country. After writing off all bad
and coubtful debts, dedueti harges for t
and management, snd without including the amount
received for sccrued dividend upon the new issue of
stock up to date of payment, the net profits for the
half-year amount to $185,008.18, which is equivalent
0 19.15 per cent per annum on the average capital
for the past six months That the well-earned pro-
fits have been judiciously applied will be seen by the
Jarge amount carried to the rest account, which is

_now $1,300.000 on & paid-up capital of $2,6901,610,

or in other words, within $45,805 of fifty per cent
Although the exact figures were not known on the
street, the statement was & subject of general dis-
cussion, and anywhere between 17 and 20 per cent.
was named as the probable net earnings. Bulls and
bears of course viewed the matier in a different’
light, and while the former congratulated them-
selves and each other, the latter endeavored to
make the very prosperity of the bank the subject of
fresh attacks. However, it is said figures cannot
lie, and no amount of newspaper talk either for or
against the prospects of the bank will have any
effect on the genuine investor, and as to specula-
tors, those are the best off who are least invelved.
Mr. Strathy has proved that be is looking after the
best interests of the shareholders, who alone are
concerned, and they in’turn will fully appreciate
the llent t he h dered of his stew-
ardship for the last hall-year.

The above opinions were not expressed
on the editorial pages but in the financial
columns of these papers.

As The World undertook along with
other journals to protest against certain
bank iri egularities, and as these journals
are evidently pointed at in the quetations
from the Globe and Mail, it is proper that
we should make some answer.

What The World attacked was not a bank
but a practice, namely lending money on
bank stocks,though the Federal and the Do-
minion being the chief sinoers were neces-
sarily introduced into the discussion.

With the exception of the Globe and
Mail the entire press of Canada and many

That dependence
will be purely nominal, and some day or
other it will vanish by reason of its insigni-
ficance.

It m‘ih. said that it is important to
confide the government to men far removed
from our politics, who baving avoided our
struggles, would be sble to keep themselves
clear of party influences, and exercise in an
impartial manner their own judgment in
the affairs of state.

These reasons have weight., But we be-
lieve that the dangers indicated
are more, imaginary than real If
we should hold out to our statesmen
the prospect of filling the office of governor
they would sufficiently appreciate the

rivilege not to abuse it. The fear of see-
ng the mother country withdrawing it,
and returning to the old system would
place the incumbent on his guard. Fur-
thermore, our Canadian governors would
strive to prove themselves worthy of the
position, competent to briag credit to it by
the foresight and the dignity of their
conduct. They would endeavor to show
themselves true successors of Lord Elgin,
Lord Daufferin and of the Marguis of
Lorne, the most popular of our governors
siuce the date of the union of the two
provinces,

Examination—Other Items,

A senate meeting has been called for
¥riday night. The business to be brought
up is :—

(1) The vice-chancellor’s resolution con-
cerning the demounstratorship of physics and
fellowships.

(2) Second reading of the statute respect-
ing the degrees of M D and M A.

(3) Report from the observatory commit-
tee.
(4) The vice-chancellor’s resolutions con-

(5) Consideration of Prof. Loudon snd

influential journals in the States sustained
the position of The World. It was pointed
out that the practice was illagal, that it
was demoralizing, that it was dangerous to
the bank and to the public, that it jeop-
ardised and lessened the security which the
billholders and depositors were entitled to,
and that it was a practice that had not
been sanctioned by usage in either New
York or London, both hot-beds of specula-
tion. Nodirect answer was made to these
charges. The plan is to live them down,
and the Globe and Mail are assisting the
officers and directors of the offending banks
to brazen it out. That is what the para-
graphs above quoted mean, and that is why
they are published. Once the matter is
allowed to drop, and big profits are shown
it ishoped that the thing will blow over,
the practice receive a quasi sanction, dnd
the minister of finance introduce no legis-
lation on the subject.

But this statement of the Federal, if it
proves anything, proves the correctness of
our contention. Grant that the profits
were large ; they were large because an
illegitimate practice was being indulged in.
Grant that the rest account has been greatly
augmented ; it may have been done by
skillful manipulating ot the new issue of
stock.

A sorry day will have been reached in
this Canada of ours if a practice is to be
encouraged because it is a money making
one. And yet this is what the Globe, the
Mail and Mr. Strathy are trying to do.

1f the practice is not to be checked and
if other banks see that it is not, then they
will take to it too, and every bank in the
country will become more or less of a
stock jobbing institution. Managers and
presidents anxious to rival the ** brilliant
records’” of Mr. Strathy and Mr, Nordhei-
mer will not be slow to .follow in their
tracks and adopt their methods.

. But the day of reckoning will come
sooner or later and with it will come dis-
aster. The stockholders may delight in
large profits, but they will yet deplore the
day that they encouraged stock gambling.

A word as to these alleged 19 per cent
profits. A well-known bank in the city
once claimed 19 per cent profits; the follow-
ing year it reduced its dividend. What
secemed good and looked fine on paper did
not realize well, We remember well
another statement that among its assets
marked $270,000 as *‘not included in the
foregoing.” The manager when interro-
gated said it meant ** various things;”.a
few months that same bauk reduced its
capital one-half. And so when a bank puts
in its statement one item of $11,162,801 98

a8 ‘‘loans and bills discounted current” a
little further informatiou would be desir-
able before the 19 per cent taleis accepted.
The weak point of the statement in ques-
tion is that it is- utterly worthless, owing
to its brevity,as an indication of the bank’s
real position,

OBITUARY,

Death of Louis Biane, (ke French
Politician.—Death of Antheny Trollope.

Canxgs, Dec, 6,.—Louis Blanc died to-
day.

Jean Joseph Louis Blanc was bora in
Madrid in October, 1813. He was educated
for the diplomatic service, but owing to re-
verses in his father's fortune he became a
tutor to a private family in Arras, and sub-
sequently removed to Paris in 1884, where
he became editor of the Bon Sens. He left

it in 1838 and established La Revue du
Progres, to promote the combination of
democratic associations and to further the
cause of political reform. He was one of
the ablest writers of the socialistic school,
and maintained that industry ought to be
conducted not for individual profit but for
the benefit of the community, each person
contributing, according to his capabilities,
and freceiving from it according to his
wants, under the supervision of the govern-
ment. His history of the French revolu-
tion largely contributed to bringing about
the revolaion of 1848, He was accused
of being implicated in the insurrectionary
movement of May and June, and in Au-
gust his prosecution was authorized by the
constituent assembly of which he had been
lected a member. He ,‘toEnﬁ-
land, where he remained s voluntary exile
until the fate of Napoleon III. He then
returned to France and published his works
written in exile,

LoxpoN, Dec 6—Anthony Trollope is
dead.

The deceased writer was one of & family
of authors, his mother having been perhaps
the most voluminous English authoress of
ber time, and his brother Thomas Adolph-
us published a large number of books on
Italy and Italian manners,  Anthony was
born in 1815, From 1834 to 1867 he was
connected with the British postal service,
and was frequently sent abroad to establish
postal convections. He published a large
namber of novels, frequently prosy, but
always true to human natare, within the
narrow circle from which he selected his
characters. He had neither the
melodramatic power of Dickens, the
keen and nmot unkiadlr satire of
Thackary, the metaphysical analysis of
George Eliot, the realistic power of describe
ing scenery possessed by Charles Kingsley,
the intricate plot-weaving power and orig-
inality of Lord Lytton and Wilkie Collins,
nor the large range and powerful grasp of
Charles Reade, but his writings possess the
merits of apparent truthfulness, He is

more the faithful chronicler of every day
English life, ially in lesiastical
circles, than the romancer. His novels

bad no plot ; and in this they resemble
English lif», with its plenty of character
and few incidents,

YENUS CURIOUSLY VIEWED FROM
ALL VARTS OF THUKE GLOBE,
el ——— o

The Observations Not Satisfactory in Te-

ronte—Nor in Canada Gemerally—Fav-

orable Weather at Many Stations and

Accurate Observations Taken.

At Toronto mo observations could be

taken of any of the four contacts in the

transit of Venus. At the observatory only

one or two passing glimpses were got of the
transit, and these of the shortest duration.

The sun was completely enveloped at the
time of the contacts of the planet, and Mr
Carpmael was unable to ascertain any data
as to the time of ingress and egress. The
observations here consequently will count
pil. At many of the other points the
weather was more favoisble and satisfac.
tory observations were taken. But there
were many stations whiclj shared the disa}..
pointment of Toronto. At Greenwich, for
instance, the transit was totally invisible
during the whole six hours. At Cork the
transit was plainly visible, and st New
York sccurate observations were taken,
The subject is of so grest importance that
scientists were determined to get
accurate data on the occasion of this
transit, and neither labor nor expense was
spared in sending parties -to all points of
the globe s7 thatif the weather proved un.
favorable in one quarter ft would not in
another, Matters were so arranged that it
could not by any conceivable means prove
an absolute failure, and although no time
could be taken here it is a source of satie-
faction to know that acciirate figures have
been taken at other stations. The obser-
vations all over Canada seém to have been
unsatisfactory.
OBSERVATIONS IN TORONTO.

For twenty-four hours previous to the
designated time the weather prospects
looked anything but favorable, Tuesd:l
afternoon it rained, drizzled ngd snowed,
end at night not a light was visible in the
aeavens. Falling snow and dense clouds
hushered in ednesday morning, and
from the outset there appeared to be little
probabilities of the clouds breaking so that
the first and second contacts could
be observed. The forecast unfortunately
roved true. At the hour when it was

nown Venus would make her first contact
Mr, Carpmael and his assistants were on a
sharp lookous, but the clouds were too heavy
to admit of anything being seen at all.
The disappointment was of course very
great, and when 9 o’clock had came all
hope of taking the time of the first external
and first internal contects was gone and the
observers looked as glum as the overhang-
ing clouds. Between 10 and 11 the clouds
negan to break and it seemed as‘if the sky
might be sufficiently clear for taking obser-
vations of the egressing contacts. The
same bad luck however continued during
the whole day, and our local observers had
not the satisfaction of takinga single note
that will be of any service whatever. A
few passing glimpses of the planet in tran-
sit were had by Mr. Carpmael, but of
course they served no purpose. At one
time the small spot conuld be seen in the
sun for two minates and at other times
glimpses of a few seconds duration were
got. ‘I'be parties at the observatory were
the only ones in the city who beheld the
phenomenon. The following is the

OBSERVATIONS IN GREAT BRITAIN.

Loxpox—In consequence of the unfavor-
able weather the transit of Venus was to-
‘tally invisible from Greenwich oburntorf.

Corxk—The transit of Venus was plainly
visible here.

OBSERVATIONS IN THE UNITED STATES.

PounkrepsiIE—At Vassar college this
morning, on account of the clouds the first
contact of Venus with the sun was no‘
seen, At 28 minutes 51 seconds after 9
Venus was seen on the disc, and photo-
graphs taken before 11, and at noon defini-
tion good.

Rocrester—Dense clouds covered the
sky all day, and no one save Prof. Robin-
son of the university got a glimpse of the
transit,

BosroN—Notwithstanding the clouds,
Harvard observatory made satisfactory ob-
servations of the first and second contact of
the transit of Venus.

New York—The transit of Venus to-
day was successfully observed from many
observatories and stations here.

St AvcustiNg, Fla—The weather was
clear to.day. Observations of the transit
by French astronomeors was a complete suc-
cess,

Pueres, N. Y.—Prof. Brooks of
the Red House observatory, obtained a
good observation of the transit st the in-
gress, securing the internal contact. Clouds
obscured the external contacts both at in-
gress and egress, (Ylouds also prevented s
photograph of the transit. Brooks discov-
ered several faint patches of light on Venus,
which he believed were caused by there-
fraction of the planet’s phere.

8AN Josk, Cal—At Lick observatorv to-
day forty-eight photographs of the sun and
planet were secured.

PriNceroN, N J—The observation of the
transit of Venus at the college observatory
was very succeasful. One hundred and
eighty-eight photographs were taken.

Arsany, N Y—R H Tucker, jr, the
astronomed in charge of the Dudley obser-
vatory, successfully observed the first and
second contacts of the transit of Venus at
the Coast Survey station on -the Helder-
berg mountains, fifteey miles from the city.
The observation of the internal contact was

uite satisfactory, no black drop being seen.

he third and fourth contacts were not seen,
a8 the sun was hidden.

New Haven, Conn,+—At the Yale ob-
servatory over 150 plhtes, showing the
whole sun with Venus on its disc were
secured,

Bostox — Over 800 measures of the
diameter of Venus were obtained at the
Harvard observatory. The spectroscope
revealed no perceptible absorption by the
atmosphere of Venus,

PrILADELPHIA—During the observation
of the transit to-day a ring of light, due
to the atmosphere of Venus, was fre-
quently visible by flashes of light d
the portion of the planet which was off the
sun. Some minutes before the second and
after the third contact a bright horn shot
out from the sun part way around the
planet. : i

Sa¥ Axtoxio, Tex—The transit was suc-
cessfully observed hers by Prof, Hali's
party.

81, AvcusTINE, Fla—The French astro-
nomers have made a complete observation
of the transit.

A cloudy morning has not, perhaps, ever
before caused more keen lndp eneral dis-
appointment than that of to-day did in

ontreal. The only hope was that other
places had been more fortupate in obtaining
observations of the planet Venus at the
moment of ingress. About 10 o’clock,how-
ever, the sun broke through the clouds,
and then thousands of eycs looking through
all sorts of glasses, from a piece of smoked
glass to the great telescopes of the obser-
vatories, with various degrees of intelli-
genoa or the Jack of it, were immediately

irected toward it, The tiny black marble
crossing the glorious golden disc a good
deal lower down than had generally been
pre-represented, was e2sily discerned ani
eagerly watched. The wonder of seeing
the plaaet appearon the sun’s edge at the
very time that had been calculated was
eagerly commented on. The last contacts
were not seen, 8 snow flurry having come
on.
OBSERVATIONS AT OTTAWA,

A good deal of interest was manifested |

in the transit of Venus in astronomical
circles to-day, and many observations were
taken, At Nepean Point battery, Mr,
Blake and Mr, Weber of the Toronto ob-

"| servatory, were detailed to time two phases

of the transit, the internal at ingre:s, and
the internal at egress, The weather was
cloudy up to 8.30 o’clock, local time, when
the sun burst through the clouds and shone
with his wonted brilliancy, raising the hopes
of those who were lamenting the condition
of things. Old Sol, however, did not expose
himself for any length of time, and before
many minutes bad passed was again hidden
from view behind a skulking cloud. The
eritical moment was now mnear at
hand for the external contact, and still
there was mno sun to be seen.
Precisely at 8.35 by the chronometer
timed with the Toronto observatory, and
which was loaned for the occasion by the
Greenwich observatory, the silver lining
gradually developed, and the sun’s disc was
exposed through a thin cloud for a sufficient
length of time to observe the heavy contact,
For nearly twenty minutes the clouds again
obstructed the view, and it was fcared the
time of internal contact could not be taken.
The astronomers were anything but pleased,
but nothing daunted, Mr. Blake kept his
eye on the instrument in the hope of get-
ting a glimpse through the clouds that were
gradually growing bright. His efforts were
rewarded with 15 seconds of light at about
8.55, lllowinﬁ hin to take the time of con-
tact. No “black drop” or satellite was ob-
servable, the surface of the planet appearing
globular and spotless.  Mr. Blake took ob-
servations of the two internal and last
external contacts.

WuoopsTock. —The transit of Venus was
visible through light but continuous clouds

MISSION MEKETING.

#t. Peter's Church the Sceme of Opera-
tions—Some Pra tical Remarks by
Clerieal and Lay Gentlemen—Teo-Night's
Meeting. i y

The third week-night meeting in connec.
tion with. the Church of England temperance
mission, was held in St Peter's church
schoolhouse last night. The attendance
was not as large asjat the previous meetings.
Venerable Archdeacon Boddy occupied the
chair. He stated in his introductory re-
marks that people did not think enough
about the evils of intemperance. The first
speaker was Rev J Cayley, who remarked
that intemperance was one of the greatest
evils with which the church of England had
to deal. He described several typical cases
of i perance to show the evils of the
vice;”and thought that if they could
do away with liquor, they also
close two-thirds of their jails The remedy
proposed for this evil is combination and
orgsnization,  All the schemes >f the
church, such as missions, were conducted
by organized bodies or,committees. The
Church of England has created an organiza-
tion for this parpese. As a temperance
oﬁnniznion it differs from other schemes in
that it was not necessary for a person to
a pledge of total lbn:i’mce. He diddn‘o:
believe in persons who are moderate drink-
ers pledging themselves to total abstinence.
Total abstimence is necessary for ]
who are drenkards, and it should be made
compulsory in the case of children. - He
had heard that it was quite common with
mndy in the city to sapply wines at their
children’s parties. The partial abstinence
platform was one on which “all classes in
the Church of England could .
Mr. J. 8. Caldicott did not ;!eh s
partial | abstinence system, as he was am
out and out total abstinence man. He
showed the fallacies of the three strongest
argumeuts taken from the bible, advanced
by those who {Worked against the move-
ment, They were : (1) *‘ That every crea-
ture is good, and to be received with
thanksgiving,”: (2) Paul telling Timothy to
take wine for his stomach’s sake, (3)
The fact that Christ made wine at the mar-
riage feast. He, in turn, quoted passages
to prove the necessity of obstinence, In-
the United States there are 70,000 persons
who go to drunkards’ graves every year.

Rev. O. Aslachson told & number of in-
teresting anecdotes connected with his
career as a temperance worker. He had
once thought it would be unmanly to sign
a tota: abstinence pledge, but his views
were different now.

Mr. W. H. Howland, the last speaker,
compared the movement to a rope, one half
of which was held by the temperance peo-
ble aud the other by the liquor sellers,
The partial abstainers held the middle of the
rope. It was necessary that some should
hold the extreme end of the rope to keep it
taut, aud this is whers he had taken his
stand. He said that there were very few
tamilies in Toronto who eculd stretels out
their hands and toneh a relative or friend
who did not exemplify the evils of intem-

perance. There are 190 saloons iu Toronto,

where ten would be sufficieut. which live by
making drunkards. Speaking of it from &
biblical pai.t of view be said there were no
saloons in Julea. He acked them to con-
sider the fact that there were over 1,000,-
000 barrels of liquor representing $60.000,-
000, drunk in Csnada every year, In con-
clusion he asked all to come aud help,
either on the total or partial abstinence
platform.

The meeting to-night in 8t. John's school
house will be addressed by Revs O Aslachson,
J Langtry, J P Lewis and Mr Hoyles.
