Toronto is growing to be a large city; dhe
fs spreading out in sll directions; building
operations to s greater or less extent are
being carried on all the time, Good judges
say, however, that our standard of building
is low and The World is inclined to accept
their opinion, Constructlon work of nearly
every kind done in this city is slipshod and
often open to the charge of being scamped,
whether done for the corporation, for
companies,or for individuals. The quality
of the buflding materials employed : the
brick, stone, lime, sand and lumber and the
workmanship on them, whether in stone~
cutting, stone-laying, bricklaying, carpen-

tering - sand joining work, plumbing,
puinting, “ete., fis of an inferior
class, If you go to & city Ilike

Chioago and, look at the work being done
there, you will find that it is of & much
better kind, and that this is owing simply
to the fact that the architects and engineers
and the men who pay the money insist on
better material and better workmanship.
So it should be in Toronto, where people
are paylug enough for their own buildings
and for olvic works to get firetsclame
material and shorough workmanship. Now
is the time to begin to insist on it, The
mortar used in Toronto is mere mud with'a
dash of poor lime in it, instead of being
made out of good sharp sand and genuine
lime, Culls in the way of brick and lamber
are shoved in and no notice taken, Let the
people who are building take the matter in
hand end insist on a higher standard in
every respect, and they will get it. It is
owing to carelessriess that things are as
they now exist. The contractors, too, will
find that it pays,

Death of Mr, Wililam Gillesby.
