The otler day we ventured the rather hazar-
dous-looking guess that the Ozar was perhaps
the moss: likely party to step inand prevent
iimmediate war between France and Germany.
And now we notice that the New York Sun
(Tuesday) suggests the same thing, and says
that if the fear of war, by which Europe
was profoundly agitated during the last week;
now seems in some degree allayed, this is
due to the report first published in the Paris
Debats. and since confirmed by the Fremeh
Minister of Foreign Affaits, that declara-
tions of a reassuring tenor have been mads to
the Czar by the German Kaiser. A request
for definite information regarding Germany’s
intentions elicited the answer that Germany
had no thought of attacking France. The
reply was given in the double form of a letter
from Emperor William to the Czur, and of a
despatch from Prince Bismarck to M. de
Giers, and the wholg correspondence is said to
have been shown to the French Ambassador
at St. Petersburg. The inference generally
drawn is that thi iginal enquiry was made
at the instance ance and it her interest.

On the face of things, says the Sun, this in-
cident recalls thie ifiterposition of Russia under
analogous circumstances twelve years ago.
