Two thousand 
pounds of the profits of the ‘‘Daisy 
Chain” were devoted to the building of 
a Missionary College at Auckland, New 
Zealand ; and most of the proceeds of the 
sail of the “Heir of Redcliffe" were 
given for the purpose of fitting out the 
missionary schooner Southern Cross for 
the use of Bishop Selwyn. Besides her 
novels, Miss Young has written a “His­
tory of France,” end her “Cameos from 
English History” extend" to seven vol­
umes.—London Daily Graphic.
