F. L. Mi&jvem, M. Martel did not explore entirely for 
the sake of finding the English treasures, 
but rather to study subterranean hydrogra­
phy and to find the source of the waters.

He has now made the descent several times. 
The earliest was made in July, 1889. He 

one, was accompanied by a relative, M. Gaupillat, 
and two asistants. M. Martel descended by 

was a rope ladder of 180 steps, which was attached 
to a rock overhanging Padirac. Vividly he 
describes his first impression.

“ In eight minutes I was at the bottom of 
the ladder, which turned several times on 
itself, making me a little dizzy. It appeared 
to me a long time. I released myself from 
the cord, which was raised, and I found my­
self alone in the depths. I lifted my head. 
The impression was fantastic. One would 
have thought oneself at the bottom of a tele­
scope, having for an object a circular piece 
blue sky. The vertical light, strangely 

over- shaded almost violet, lighted in a way I 
have seen nowhere the sides of the abyss, 
fantastically carved, the result of supposed 
calcareous state. At the edge of the hole 
appeared the tiny heads of my companions, 
who were lying flat on the grouM.

After being joined by hie companions he 
discovered that what he believed to be the 
abyss was only a platform of stone, giving 
access to another abyss, in which, at a depth 
of 294 feet they found the subterranean 
river. The canvas boat was launched, the 
two travellers set out, and the two assistants 
remained at the port of embarkation.

They carried with them a magnesium lamp 
of great brilliancy. What they first saw was 
a passage with sides, which met in an arch 
from 90 to 120 feet above their heads. Then 
they came to four little lakes, formed by the 
broadening of the river.

They saw vaults glittering with stalactites; 
strange bas-reliefs, carved by nature in 
bonate of lime—baskets of flowers, fonts, 
acanthus leaves, statuettes in white and 
rose crystal For richness of architectural 
decoration they had never seen anything like 
it. The magnesium light made them 
to be in the heart of a pure diamond.

His previous success had probably 
made him over bold, and the party suffered 
one of the strangest shipwrecks that ever 
befel human beings.

“ Hardly had we passed one of the lakes— 
that of the holy water fonts—when a false 
movement or an inexplicable shock sent the 
boat crosswise. The bow became wedged 
between the rocks, and I lost my balance.
I pushed the obstruction gently, but the 
boat was leaning over and the water began 
to pour in. In an instant it sank. We all 
three fell into the water and our candles were 
extinguished. The darkness at first im­
pressed me much more than an immersion in 
the water at 12 degrees. The sensation of 
cold was annihilated by that of this perfect 
blackness.”

English Cave Dwellers.

EVIDENCES OF THEM FOUND IN THE REGIONS 
MADE MERRY BY ROBIN HOOD.

The town of Nottingham is 124 miles north 
of London. A part of the town ie on low- 
lying ground close to the River Trent, where 
floods sometimes occur, but the rest of the 
town is built on a series of red sandstone 
hills. It is situated on the southeastern 
fringe of the great Derbyshire coal field, and 
the historic forest of Sherwood formerly 
spread almost up to the city walls. Now 
this forest has, in a great measure, been on* 
down, and this has reduced the rainfall, 
raised the temperature and rendered the 
climate of the town dryer and more bracing 
than it used to be. The mean xnnnxl rain­
fall is now 25 inches and the temperature 47 
degrees. As sandstone is soft and easily out, 
it is only natural that the early dwellers in 
caves came and lived in holes dug in the Hills 
of Nottingham; particularly as the forest, 
close at hand, was a good hunting ground, 
where game could be captured for food. 
Bronze and other tools employed by these 
early and prehistoric inhabitants are 
sionally found, and the first name known to 
have been given to the place was Snotinga- 
ham. This, in Celtic, means “the home 
among the rocks. ” Afterward it became one 
of the towns of the kingdom of Mercia, and 
in the ninth and tenth centuries was one of 
the five chief northern strongholds of the 
Danes. Already what is now known as the 
Castlehills was a strongly fortified position, 
and it was in his attempt to capture this for­
tress that Alfred the Great was signally de­
feated by the Danes. Two hundred years 
later, when William the Conqueror, in hie 
turn, subjugated the Saxons, he rebuilt the 
castle of Nottingham and placed it under 
the command of his natural son, William 
Peverel. But it was here also that Saxon 
resistance continued for many a long year; 
for it was in the great forest hard by that 
Robin Hood and his merry men dwelt. 
These outlaws were Saxons who were dis­
satisfied with the Norman rule and preferred 
a life of brigandage to submission. The 
holes dug in the rooks, the passages made 
through the sandstone mountains, enabled 
these bold foresters to occasionally appear in 
the town and close under the Norman bat­
tlements.
