A nemt anteresting part of the juurney
was that over the Sassago Toge Pams. At
Kutoteals the ashoas had to b abandoned,
oiang G the ateepness of tho way, and the
chotce was botween packhorre, kago, or
walkmg  Inquiry revealed the fact that
no packhiorses were to be had, and i an
evil hour T consented o try « kago.  This
conveyance consists of a bamnboo pole from
which dopends two end picces, in a aloping
position, attached to a bottom picce, on
which a cushion is placed. Thereisalso a
top picce to keep off tho rain. You seat
yourself on the cushion, lean back agninst
the end picce. and bestow your limbs
where youcan. But, like the prophet’s
bed, a kago is ** shorter than a man can
stretch lnmself on it,” ** and it shall be a
vexation only to understand tho report.”
Moreover, thervof part was too law toporut
me to sit upright, and my position was like
that of a (&uuhlc bladed jack-knifo when
half open.  When all is ready, a couple of
coolies put their shoulders under the ends
of the bamboo pole, lift it up, and away
we go. I sat it out for nearly half a mile,
and then explained to the brethren that 1
wasn't hungry for any more kago, and
would prefer to take the rest of tho meal
on foot.

The walk I enjoyed very much, for
though the whole distance was over five
tuiles, and tho ascent i places very steep,
tho read was fairly good and tho scenery
grand. Tho excruse m a close, warm
atmosphero  induced freo  perspiration,
but as we renched a ligher altitudo the at-
mosphero mpidly couled, and near the top
we found ourselves enveloped in 3 mist aa
cold as a ** January fog.” In clenr weather
the viow fromn the suminit of this pass must
be magnificent. Descending tho pass, we
again took a basha, and as tho principal
part of the route was now onadowngrade,
wo made good tune.  Here, as well as on
some other parta of the journey, the ruad,
as 1t skirts mountam mdes and descends by
a succeaston of loups ante the valloys below,
preschted a picce of engineening skill that
would de credit to the most hughly aviized
nation on the globe.
