Father
MoEntocjto bless the beautiful nosw statucs
of the Racred Heart and Madonna and dedi-
cato tho stained glass windows which havo
beon recently oreoted. 7This was but the
mere beginning of more extensivo church
decorations which ore long will havo placed
St. Patrick's among our foremost rural
templos.

I havoalways remarked that the presenco
of the chicf pastor in the midstof his flock
is accompanied by manifold graces from
Almighty God The peaple swish to partake
of the spiritual consolations which suoh
visita entail , and the earnest confession and
the devout commuuion show their appreci-
ation of such providential advonts.

At 11 a.m., High Mass was commenc-
od, and after the Gospel His Grace
addressed the crowded congregation,
many ol whom were naoo Catholic bre
thren. Hc spoko of the great eud which
Holy Church has in view in this decorz-
tion and architecture of onr churches, sod
10 foreibfe and el yuent langusge appealed
to tho history of the Jowish people and the
carly Chnistian ages to show what great
religions importanco a religious peoplo
attached to the minutest details in the
architectural and ornamental work of the
houso of God. Look at the templo which
Solomon erected. All that human wisdom
could deviso was employed The most
costly wood, inlaid with gold and silver,
was used, and the land waa scoured for the
Rreatest artists.  Yet that temple contained
nought but the ark of the covenant, the
loaves of proposition, ctc., mere material
signs of the divine prescnce. That temple
was deatroyed and a new one erected, which,
though inferior in architectural beanty, was
yet infinitely superior to the former. I
will h]) this house with glory, and the
desired of nations shall como berein, and
great shall be the glory of tho last house
over that of the first.” It was superior
becauss Christ, the Son of God, was one
day to hallow its portals by His sacred feet,
and its walls should resound one day with
the voice of the God man, teaching the
Jewish aynagogne. And yet, compared with
the humblest of onr Catholic churches, what
was the sanctity of that temple? It con-
tainod but for a short timo the presence of
Jesus—na rmacre trapsient visit; no more—
ond yet in our temple the God of Heaven
