CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

The lumber situation at the present
time is the most peculiar that has been
known for many years past. There are a
number of causes operating for and a-
gainst a change in prices. Building oper-
ations, except at OCiawa, are proceeding at
a m ,uch slower rate than nas anticipated
earlier in the year. The outlook early in
the season was very promisng, but n-
vestors appear to be holding off in con-
sequence of the high price of materials
and in the hope that prices may decline.
Building operations in the principal cities
of the United States, notably Chicago,
have largely declined in volume as com-
pared with last year, owing largely to la-
bor disputes and strikes. This condition
of affairs is having its effect upon the
lumber market cending to weaken prices.
The unfavorable outlook for tlis seasoi's
crops, due to the %ant of rain, is another
influence adverse to the maintenance of
prices. The demand from the farming
community, tinder favorable conditions, is
a large one. If the crops turn out badly
projected improvements and repairs will
not be undertaken, and there will be in

consequence, a considerable falling off
front thgs source. Ab against these ad-
verse influences there is the fact, already
nientîoned, that many of the rivers and
streams used to float the timber to the
mills have, owing to the drought, lessen-
ed in volume to such an extent that it is
not possible to get the timber out. The
Spanish river, for example, is said to be
9 feet lower than in any previous year.
The reduction i the cut of the mills this
scason due to the abeve circumstance
nus act as an important factor in main-
aning prices, more particularly in view
of the fact that stocks in hand at the
opening of the season were unusually
ight. It may possibly be that prices may
slightly decline fora time, but manufact-
rers are reported to be holding out for
present figures. The manufacturers of
Packing boxes are said 10 be recciving
'ery few orders, the reason for which is
ot yet apparent. A large amount of red
ine boards and deals ranging frcm one
nch and upwards in thickness. and fron
even inches and upwards mr width are
aid to have been sold at good prices to
British buyers, and this is helpig to
teady the market.

QUEIttEC AND NEW nRUNSWiCK.

The cxport trade continues to be ham.
cred by high freight charges, and shîp-
ers are smewhat nt a loss to understand

from what direction relief tay be expect.
ed. The South Aïrican war, no doubt
created a demand for vessels, but these
should now be avadable for other put-
poses. Shipments to the Unuted States
have fallen off greatly during the present
season as compared with last year, and
the customs returns for May show that
lumnber exporta from the port of -st. John
amounted to only $i98,82S as compared
with $424,267 in May i899. Thete has,
however, been a good demand through-
out the season from the United States for
spruce boards, for box stuff, prices ranged
from $9 to 4-50 per thousand feet on the
wharf ait St. John.

MANIIOBA AND IIRil1l1i COLUSiA.

The outlook for the sale of lumber t0
the farming community is discouraging,
in view of the unfavorable crop conditions
at present prevailing throughout Mani-
toba, and to some extent in the North
West Territories also. While reports
vary consîderably, there is litîle qtuestiorithat the yield o grain in tit North West
*his season will fall very far below that of
recent years. The blow will not faîl l0
heavily upon the farmers as il would have
donc a few years ago, seeing that îheyare not cntirely dependent, as tormerly,

îtpon whet growing, nevert heless,
the shortage will be such as to be severe-
ly felt, and will be the means of restrict-
ing the use of lumber for improvements.
Fortunately, as stated last week, building
operations at Winnipeg have becr un-
usually brisk, affording an outlet for a
large quantity of lumber. There is no
material change in the situation in the
province of British Columbia.

The statistics of the Pacific coast shingleindustry show that during the first five
mrinths of Mqoi 900 tiiore cars of sîlingleswere shipped than during the sanie period
of 1899. I)tiring the month of May the
Canadian Iacific railway is repcrted t
have transportcd 75 cars of shingles from
British Columbia.

UNITIEI) STATEs.

There appears to have corne a sudden
dullness of demand for lumber, the cause,
apart fron the great fallingz off i build-

ing oprations due to laLor troubles, 'is

ot readily apparent, as business gencrally
sems bc in a satisfactory condition.
It is not improbable that already the
presidential election may be affectng the
situation. It is a wcl] known fact that
business conditions are usually seriously
disturbed for m'onths previous to ist ne
of the election. Many busness men e-
gage in polhtics at sucht times, often to the
