‘Previous to his extraordinary refolution of remaining at thefe Iflands.
Capt. M<Cluer had vifited them, in the Panther, accompanied by the En.
deavour. The following account is given of his reception upon that oc-
cafion. ' .

The two fhips anchored in a very fnug harbour; called Atraftapafeng,
where the King Abba Thulle defired the live ftock mightbe landed; confift:
ing of four young cows in calf, two young bulls, ten ews anda ram, feven
fhe goats and three rams; five fows with pig, and a boar, one pair of geeley
three duks and a drake, allo a tame cock and tiwo hens; to invite the cld
ones ; and they let fly from aloft four pair of turtle doves and a paif of par- -

. A ricl prefent of arms and European {words was made to- Abba T Aley
‘who inftantly diftributed the arms among the principal Ruflacks, reconi
mending them to be kept clean and fit for fervice.

" Twodaysafter the remaining prefents of grindftones, ironmongery, fatvs;
{bovels, when opened before the King,and his pcople, cxcited fuchamaze-
ment that they could not utter 2 word, but gave frequent ha’s of aftonifh-
mient as the things were taken out of the boxes; the 400 Kyfeems fentfrom
- Bombay greatly attratted their attention, being cxaétly the dimenfions of
the tools ufed by them; little hand-hatchets were only given to the favous
rites and head men; the beads fent from Europe they did not like, as they
were not tranfpatent; they were fond of the china ware, particularly tureens:
© Captain M*¢Cluer prefented Abba Thulle with a horféman’s fword 2nd
target, and fhewed himthe ufe of the latter by telling onc of his men to
throw a {pear at it with all his might, which, to their great afhonifhment,
{napt fhort, and fcarcely left a dent behind; he gave him likewife an em-
broidered cap of fcarlet cloth, which he conftanly wore.
" On the following day one of the he goats died, by eating fome poifonous
herbs, but was not altogether loft, for the King ordered him to be fkinned
and roafted, and whenabout half done, he and his niobles made a delicious
- meal of it, atleaft they feemed to enjoy it, by frequently licking their chops
and fingers during the repaft. - ‘

The large Plais or Allembly houfes; belonging to the King, are very af
~ tonifhing fabricss confidering the tools and peoplé who conftruéted them;

fince the lofs of the Antelope they have built a dew one, near 60 feet in .
length; and by accident they have nearly fallen in with the proportion. of
'{hip-buil‘ding, the breadth of the houfe being about a "third of the length;
the floor ofthis is a perfeft level; many of the planks are from three to
four fect in breadth, and fitted {b nicely that a pin cannot!go berween them;
the windows exally refemble the port-holes of a fhip, fix to'eight oppolite
‘cach other, -and one of the fame fizeat'each erid ; the beams are laid about
feven fect from the floor, very clofe, and curioufly carved ; the joiningslof
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
