part of the wall, near the eaves, where the
swallows had bullt their little dwelllogs of

Entering the eacred buildlng, Edmund and
the captain found it densely crowded. The
brilllant light of many torches and tapers
showed the dark multitudes of worshippers
that filled nave, sisle, and transept. A sur-
pliced priest, attended by acolytes, knelt at
the great altar repeating the Rosary in a loud
and sonorous voice, and the rcsponsesof the
oongregation arcee at regular intervals In
great murmuring wavesof sound that seemed
to surge upwards through the roof;, somewhat
like tho roar of waves In s rocky cavern,

At lengtb, the last paler and ave wae gald,
aund o deep silence reigned in the church, as
an eccleslastic of abont fifty-five years of sge,
a hale and vigorous man notwithstanding, as.
cended the pulpit.

This was the great preacher of the day, Dr.
Karwin, a member of a Galway,family re-
nowned for produclog great oratoxs,

A dead and expectant allence reigned as

he gave out the words of his text, In
a low but olear volce, which rose gra.
dually higher and bigher, he commenosd
hia sermopn, whioh was om the evil
of exoommunication, and was ocouoched
In a style of language suitable to the spirit
of his attentlvs QGalway llsteners. As Le
went op, his volce grew louder and louder,
hie gestares more animated, his conntenance
glowed, his eyes btightened, and every Im-
passioned word that foll from his lips was
thrilling In its emphasls. And 8o he spoke
on ardentibus oculis, excandescente vultu, &o,,
a8 his bfographer, Dr, Lynch expresses it.
«] would to God,” sald the preacher, « that
men pondered deeplyin their soula the evils
which beset those who are enmeahed in the
net of excommunication, and leam to know
to what straits it reduces them. Thelr
threaholds are nof to be orossed by visifors;
thelr acguaintanoes are not to seek their so-
clety, nor eay to them tHail,’ They are nof
only to be driven from the altar and sacre-
monts, but are to be refused admission to the
church. The Gospel salth: ¢ Who heareth
not the Ohurch, let him be to thee a8 the
heathen and the publican.’ Thus abandoned
by all,they must dwellias it were in a golitude,
everybody fiying them as though they had
been atrioken from on high, and evarybody
shunning them as putrid members.

« In England, King Blgebert, being Invited
by an excommunicated earl, accepted hls
hospitality. Ocdde, tho bishop, hearing this,
foretold that Bigebert woald be murdered in
his own palace. Nor did the result falsify
the prophecy. But, If they pay such bltter
penalties who sit down at the tables of the
excommunicated, much more terrible shall
be the torments of thoss who are etricken
with suoh frightful censure. The Bsored
Boriptures tell how Ananlss and Bapphira,
after belng exoommusicated,were struck dead;
how Xlimas, the magiclan, was punisked with
blindnesa; and how the Incestuons Oorin-
thisn was dellivered to Satan, Many other
examples of the grievous penalties attached
{0 the exoommunicated are recorded In ec-
clegiastioal history. In the life of Bt, Am-
brose we read that when he Inflicted this
penalty on the servant ot Btlllico, a foul de-
mon seised and began totear him to pleces
at the same moment. Oarlelus, a olerlo,
making light ot the ansthema pronounced by
Gennadiur, Patriarch of Oonstantinople, was
found dead In his bed next moming, Nantl-
nus, Duke . of Angoulems, exgommunicated
by Heraollue, died crying ont that Heraollus
was hesplog five on him, Nor have men
only - perlshed when thus stricken: the
brute.axd the Inanimate thing have disd
uader 1ts ourse’; ior we read how loousts

wers -deeiroyed, how wolves were soattered,
how tzees withered : and crops wasted away,
struck by the lightniag of excommnnioation,
8%, Antoninus, Archblahop of  Florence, and
Qardins!”

¢ Bat, O men of Galway, trav aad tried
chlidren of tan Chure», ot tir you are
the terrors of excommunicasioa  Eera this
pight you ars asvemblad to renew the solemn
oath which yan tcok Jaut year tu this wery
church, Lot sit who ace prepared to do 80
arige, ’

Iunstautly tho oongregation arose, and the
loud roar of {is miny volces resounded
through the chuich, repeating the words of
the Oonfedarate cath as they fell dlstinoctly
from the lips of the preacher :—

#1 do proless, ewear, and protest before God
and his sainta and angels, that I will darleg
my life bear trus fsitb and alleglancs to my
sovereign lurd, Oharles, by the grace of God
King of Great Britsln, Franoe, and Ireland,
and to his heira and law!al snccessors ; and
that I will, to my powor, during my lite, de-
foxd, uphold, and msfut 1n his and their jast
prerogativas, estntes, and rights, the powsr
and privileges of the Pariiament of this
realm, the fundamental laws of Ireland, the
free oxerclse of the Roman Catholic falth and
gellglon throughcent this land ; and the lives,
just llberties, possossion, estater, and rights
of all thoce who have taken or shall take
thig oath So help mo God and h!s
holy Gospel.”

Boon afterwards the grand altar blazed
with light, the solemn swell of music and
chant of vsalmody floated through the &8a.
cred edifice, the bull tinkled, snd all bowed
low at the Honsdictlon, which brought the
evening's devo'lons to a olose.
