atter nearly ten pounds had been tun, a loud gust
was heard, when the whole mass instantly rushed
out iu a stream full upon him, going iuto his
mouth and eyes, and burning his face in a fright-
tul mauner. His screams were heartrending,
and he was immediately conveyed to Charing-
Cross Hoepital, where, upon examination, the
above parts were found to be dreadiully burnt,
and his jacket and waistcoat were literally sol-
dered together, in which state they may be seen
at the hospital. Proper remedies were applied,
but the right eye appears so much injured that
his sight is likely to be impaired. whilst his face
will be considerably marked. The cause of the
explosion of the bhoiling lead is said (o be some
water in the cavity of the hole, which was instan-
taneously converted into steam, thus pioducing
the explosive power. '
