THE CATHOLIC ORDER OF
FORESTERS,

First Convention of the State Court
of Minnesota.

Manitoba Delegates Present—A Constitut-
lon Adopted—Officers Elected and Other
1mportant Business Transscted.

The first annual convention of the
newly-formed Minnesota State Court of
the Catholic Order of Foresters was held
at Minneapolis on Tuesday and Wed-
nesday of last week. This state court
comprises the subordinate courls of the
order located in the states ‘of Minnesota
and North Dakota and 'the Province of
Manitoba. The delegates from these
parts were Mr. F. W. Russell represent-
ing St. Boniface Court No. 252 and Mr,
J. D. McDonald representing St. Mary’s
Court No. 276, Altogether there were
twenty-two courts represented at the
Convention, the delegates assembling at
Thibadeau’s Hall, Central avenue, Min-
neapolis, on Tuesday morning at 9
o’clock. From there they proceeded in
a body escorted by the members of the
local courts to the church of Notre Dame
de Lourdes near by where Grand High
Mass was celebrated and a most slo-
quent and instructive sermon preached
by the Rev. Fatber Cleary. Afier Mass
the convention was called to order by
High Vice Chief Ranger T. J. Callen, of
Milwaukee, and got down to business by
selecting Mr. E. J. L'Hereault, of Hen-
nepin Court, Minneapolis, a8 chairman
and Mr. Russell as secretary. A com-
mittee having examined the credentials
of the delegates and reported thereon
the following committees’ were appoint-
ed :~On counstitution, good of the order,
and finance. A recess was then taken
to give the committees an opportunity to
sit and draw up their reports. On reas-
sembling the constitution committes re-
port was first considered and the balance
of Tuesday afternoon was spent in adopt-
ing the constitution clauge by clause, as
the constitution has to be approved by
the High court before it becomes law it
would be premature to publigh the de-
tails now, but we may say that on the
whole the delegates from manitoha were
well satisfied with it8 provisions and felt
that the members in this country will find
them satisfactory. Wednesday morning
was devoted to the consideration of the
reports of the other committees, and
passing resolutions instructing the dele-
gates who will represent the state court
at the High Court convention at Ottawa
in september as to the attitude they
8hall take on the important questions
Which will come up there.

substantial state court and one which
will undoubtedly pave the way for the
establishment in the near future .of
similar bodies in those portions of its
jurisdiction which at present are not
strong enough to be entitled to separate
erganization.
