SIR,

I have the honour to refer to the Embassy's Note No. 821 of Novemnber 12,
1953, and the State Department's Note of November 12, 1953(l), as amended
exchange of notes of October 2, 19 61 (1), by which our two Governments agreed
to the establishment of a Joint United States-Canadian Committee on Trade and
Economnic Aff airs.

I have the honour to propose that Canadian membership should hencefortb
include, on a permanent basis, the Minister of Industry. The purpose of thE
Department of Industry, which was created by an Act of Parliament on July 25:
1963, will be to foster effective economic growth and develpmn in~ Çaail
manufacturing industry and to assist the latter in taking advantage of opporý~
tunities for sound economic development. It is the Canadian view that this i'
a field in which useful consultation between the two countries could take place.

If the Government of the UJnited States is agreeable to the foregoing
proposai, I suggest that the present Note arnd your reply to that effect should
constitute an ameiidinnt tê the Agreenment of Novemiber 12, 1953, between OI
two Governments.
