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of Cyprus by the members of the Force in accordance with these or any relevant
supplemental arrangements.

Communications and postal services

29. The Force enjoys the facilities in respect to communications provided in
article III of the Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the United
Nations. The Commander shall have authority to install and operate a radio
sending and receiving station or stations to connect at appropriate points an
exchange traffic with the United Nations radio network, subject to the provision®
of article 47 of the International Telecommunications Convention relating t0
harmful interference. The frequencies on which any such station may P¢
operated will be duly communicated by the United Nations to the Governmen
and to the International Frequency Registration Board. The right of the Co”
mander is likewise recognized to enjoy the priorities of government telegrams
and telephone calls as provided for the United Nations in article 39 and anne¥
of the latter Convention and in article 62 of the telegraph regulations annex®
thereto.

30. The Force shall also enjoy, within its area of operations, the right of
unrestricted communication by radio, telephone, telegraph or any other mean®
and of establishing the necessary facilities for maintaining such communicatio?
within and between premises of the Force, including the laying of cables ?n
land lines and the establishment of fixed and mobile radio sending and receivi®
stations. It is understood that the telegraph and telephone cables and liné §
herein referred to will be situated within or directly between the premises ,0
the Force and the area of operations, and that connexion with the cyprlo‘
system of telegraphs and telephones will be made in accordance with arrang®
ments with the appropriate Cypriot authorities.

31. The Government recognizes the right of the Force to make arrangeme? ti
through its own facilities for the processing and transport of private md!
addressed to or emanating from members of the Force. The Government Wi
informed of the nature of such arrangements. No interference shall take Plac‘
with, and no censorship shall be applied to, the mail of the Force by the GOVern_
ment. In the event that postal arrangements applying to private mail of M€
bers of the Force are extended to operations involving transfer of currency:
transport of packages or parcels from Cyprus, the conditions under which 5‘::16
operations shall be conducted in Cyprus will be agreed upon between
Government and the Commander.

Freedom of movement

32. The Force and its members together with its service vehicles, veSselsi
aircraft and equipment shall enjoy freedom of movement throughout Cypr,th
Wherever possible the Commander will consult with the Government flor
respect to large movements of personnel, stores or vehicles on roads used of
general traffic. The Government will supply the Force with maps and © ve |
information, including locations of dangers and impediments, which may ‘

useful in facilitating its movements.
