(d) Providing, through the Centre for Human Rights and other appropriate
inctitutions, advisory sorvices and technical and financial assistance, at the
request of the State concerned and, where appropriate, the regional human rights
organizations, with a view to supporting actions and programzes in the field of
human rights; '

(e) Coordinating relevant United Nations education and public information
programmes in the field of human rights;

(£f) Playing an active role in removing the current ohstacles and in
meeting the challenges to the full realization of all human rights and in
preventing the continuation of human rights wviolations throughout the world, es
reflected in the Vienna Declaration and Programme ©f Action; £/ i 3

(g) Engaging in a dialogue with all Governments in the implementatica of
his/her mandate with a view to securing respect for all human xights;

{h) Enhancing international cooperation for the promoticn and protectien
of all human rights;

(i) Coordination of the human rights promotica and protection activitics
throughout the United Nations system;

(3) Rationalization, edaptation, strengthening znd streamlining of the
United Nations machinaery in the field of human rights with a view to improving
its efficiency and effectivencss;

(k) Overall supervxsion of the Centre for Human nghts,

S. Requests the High commlasxoner £or Human Rights to report annually oa
his/her activities, in accordance with h;a/her mandate, to the Commission cn
Buman Righte and, through the Economic and Social Council, to the General
Agsembly;

€. Decidaes that the Office of the High Commissiconer for Human Rights
shall be located at Geneva and shall have a llalison office in New York;

7. Recuents the Secretary-General to provide appropriate staff and
resources from within the existing and future regular budgets of the United
Nations, to enable the High Commissioner t0 fulfil his/her mandatae, without
diverting rasources from the development programmas and activitioes of the Unitca
Nations; .
