9.37 Diplomatic and courtesy visas are
granted only upon request of the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of the country to which
the Consul is appointed or of a diplomatic
or consular office in that country.

9,38 Dilplomatic and courtesy visas
are, as a rule, made valid for a single
journey only.

9.39 Diplomatic and courtesy visas

may not ordinarily be granted by a consular
officer without prior reference to the
Canadian diplomatic Mission if there is one
in the country.
