
10.2 An Athiete in an International Fedcration's Registered Testing Pool,
entered i an International Event as described i 7.1 (b), or National
Anti-Doping Organization's Registered Testing Pool may request that
P/ADA review the denial of a TUE by submitting a written request for
review to WADA within twenty-one (2 1) days of the date of the deial.
An Athiete subniitting; such a request for review to P/ADA shall pay an
application fee as established by WADA and shall provide to the WEADA
îýE copies of ail information that the Athiete submitted to the
Anti-Doping Organization in connection with the TUE~ application. The
WADA TUEC will assess the request based on the file that was
available to, the Anti-Doping Organization that has denied the TUE but
may, for the sake of clarification, seek additionat information from the
Athiete, including fâcrher studies as described ini Article 8. 10. Until Uic
P/ADA review process bas been completed, the original TUE~ denial
remains i effect. If WADA reverses the denial of a TUE, the TUE shall
immediately go ito effect i accordance with the conditions set forth
i thc P/ADA decision.

10.3 Decisions by P/ADA to aflirm or reverse the MUE decisions of an
Ant-Doplng Organization may be appealed to, the Court of Arbitration
for Sport as provided iii Article 13 of the Code.

11.0 Previously Granted Abbrevlated Tberaputic Uise Exemptions

11.1 Ail previously granted Abbreviated Therapeutic Use Exemptions that
have flot already expired or been cancelled shall expire on
December 3 1, 2009.
