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Hon. George C. Nowlan (Minister of National
Revenue): Mr. Speaker, I am sorry that the
hon. member feels the finger of approacbing
fate resting so beavily on bis shoulders, but
we wil remember his way of asking questions
wben be is not; here in the bo-use in the
years after the election. So far as the answer
to the question is concerned, there have been
few books banned by the present minister.
They are largely books banned by my pre-
decessor in office. The list is very long. I am
told by my departmental officiais that we
have gone tbrough 1955, 1956 and haîf of
1957, but baving got to 1957 the list will be
vçry short from then on and I hope it will
be available wben parliament reassembles.

ATLANTIC PROVINCES-FEASIBILITY STUDIES 0F
PUBLIC PROJECTS

What the number will be when recruitment
for this course ends tomorrow, which I believe
is the Iast day, I do flot know. I think I in-
dicated some Urne earlier it was always antic-
ipated that there might be some difficulty
in securing 25,000, the objective of each course,
as far as the fourth course is concerned.
