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Mr. Lang: The hon. member is really referring to, a
rather different issue. The question of the analysis of bids
is something I have engaged in prior to the last series of
questions in the House on Friday. The question referred to
material upon which. the analysis was made, and I do flot
have a report on that.

Mr. Krsowles (Norfolk-Haldimnand): Mr. Speaker, I rise
on a question of privilege. It has corne to my attention that
on Remembrance Day the customary memorial wreath was
flot placed in the Memorial Chamber of the Peace Tower of
this House. I understand that it has been a customn over the
years, and I feel this is a question of privilege relating to
ail veterans who are members of the House and, indeed,
veterans right across this land. If Your Honour feels that
this is indeed a question of privilege, I would appreciate it
if you would look into the matter to see whether there was
any reason this was not done and, if so, report to the House
on the matter.

Mr. Speaker: The hon. member raises a subject of con-
siderable importance and, I arn sure, sensitivity among
members of the Hlouse. My immediate information is that
the usual wreath was placed there on behaif of the House
of Commons, but whether or not such action by the gov-
ernment independent of the House of Commons is custom-
ary is a matter about which I ar n ot immediately aware.
In respect of the House of Commons, the usual action was
taken; therefore, I would conclude that no question of
privilege exists. But the hon. member has raised a point
which I shall certainly look into and try to get some
information on.

Mr. Knowles (Norfolk-Haldimnand): I have one more
comment to make, Mr. Speaker. I believe it is custornary
for His Excellency the Governor General to lay the wreath.
