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the offshore sector to the inshore and almost ail of this
came from National Sea Products.

The factory freezer trawler Cape North operates with a
five-year experimental licence under conditions which
expire at the end of 1990. This arrangement will then be
reviewed. The main restrictions regarding this vessel's
operations are that at, least 50 per cent of the catch must
be of previously under-utilized enterprise allocations
and that no more than 6,000 tonnes of 2J31ÇL cod be
harvested in any one year.

The Cape Non/z fishes stocks which would not be
otherwise harvested and processed by National Sea
Products' regular fleet. For example, the Cape Non/z is
currently fishmng 4VWX redfish near Cape Breton. This
stock bas a 28,000 tonne Canadian quota of which the
maximum yearly harvest bas been 21,000 tonnes in 1987.
In 1989, the Cape Non/z is targeting more the under-uti-
lized stocks which should compensate somewhat for the
reduction in traditional. stocks.

Adjournment Debate

'he factory freezer trawler technology may be the
most appropriate if Canada is to, mcrease its harvest of
some of the stocks which are currently under-utilized
and which are flot withmn reach of the inshore fleets, for
example under-utized groundfish off northern Labra-
dor. The five-year arrangement will allow National Sea
Products to test the feasibility and viabiity of this
technology.
