Mr. George S. Rideout (Moncton): Mr. Speaker, pur-
suant to Standing Order 36 it is my pleasure to introduce
a petition calling for a referendum of the people before
there is constitutional change.

HEALTH

Ms. Catherine Callbeck (Malpeque): Mr. Speaker, it is
a pleasure to rise today to present a petition signed by
many of my constituents in Malpeque, in places such as
Cornwall, Winsloe, Kensington, Marshfield and Albany,
Prince Edward Island.

Whereas scientific evidence has raised doubts about
the safety of silicone breast implants and whereas the
Health Protection Branch of the Department of Nation-
al Health and Welfare has known of the dangers of these
implants for several years the undersigned petitioners
humbly pray and call upon Parliament to establish an
independent judicial inquiry into the testing and approv-
al process of all medical devices, in particular silicone
breast implants.

EXTERNAL AFFAIRS

Mr. Ian Waddell (Port Moody—Coquitlam): Mr.
Speaker, pursuant to Standing Order 36 I rise to present
a petition from a number of residents in British Colum-
bia regarding two Canadians, Christine Lamont and
David Spencer, who have been sentenced to 28 yearsin a
Brazilian prison.

They have suffered discrimination in sentencing and
parole. The cumulative effect of these irregularities
provides ample grounds for the Government of Canada
to seek a remedy on their behalf and there should be a
request for expulsion in accordance with Brazilian law.

Therefore the petitioners call upon the government to
urge the Secretary of State for External Affairs to
request the Government of Brazil to expel Christine
Lamont and David Spencer and return them home to
Canada.

LIGHTHOUSES

HUMAN RIGHTS

It calls upon Parliament to express willingness to call
upon the parties to the conflict in Sri Lanka, the
Government of Sri Lanka and the Liberation Tigers of
Tamil Eelam, to express their willingness to accept
mediation of the conflict and also to commence negoti-
ations with a view to entering an internationally guaran-
teed accord to establish an associated structure within
which the Sinhalese people and the Tamil people may
live in peace and freedom.
