Principal Grant now
throws aside the veil and contends that
the Government has all along been grant-
ing assistance to Queen’s University. It ls
because the principle sof state ald' has
been thus established’ that Principa) Grant
bases his claims for. future recognition.
What has Dr. Carman-tosay of this deser-
tion of principle by Mr. Ross? Nothing
at all. If we have not succeeded in estab-
lishing a strong university in Ontario, why
doesn’t he blame Mr. Ross, who controlled
the situation, Instead of the university
professors, who were compelled to make
such .a garment as the eloth they had to
work on would permit? While Dr. Carman
is opposed to granting state aid to Queen’s,
it looks as if he had in view some scheme
for putting Toronto University under the
control, not of any single denomination,
bud of the VWenominations collectively.
