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$70,000 HOTEL FOR MUSKOKA,

Handsome Structure to be Erected
by July 1 on “Big” Island,
Lake Resseau.

The World learns that the Muskoka
Navigation Company,with which the ‘Grand
Trunk Railway Company fs working in
close\ a‘ccord, has practically completed
preparations for furnishing the Muskoka
Lakes this season with an Improved

transportation and hotel service,

The chief feature of the improvements to
be brought about will be the erectiom, be-
fore July 1 in.this year, of a handsome

hotel on Lake Rosseau. The site of the
house Is to be on “Big Island,” and the
structure is to be an extensive one includ-
ing some 225 rooms. The building is to
be three storeys high done In the Vene-
tian style of architecture, The main
building on the ground floor, will include
a spacious rotunda and dining room, each
50 by 100 feet, with large bay windows,
overlooking Lake Rosseau. A 20-foot ver
andah encircles practically the whole
ground floor, and from the 'verandah prom
enades extend to pavilions situated on the
ground, 50 feet away. Below the dining
room are to be located a handsome bil
liard room. and also. a cafe, i

The sleeping quarters of the hotel will
occupy two wings, which extend at ‘angles
of 45 degrees from the main building.
Each floor of each bedroom wing is to be
equipped with a large parlor at the end of
the wing. Many of the bedrooms are fit
ted with bay windows, and this feature
will add much to the attractiveness of
the interior of these chambers as well as
to the exterior of the “bullding, The bed-
rooms will be furnished, with stationary
washstands, and the hotel will contain
some 64 bathrooms. o

The building will pmbnh{v be lighted by
electricity, and it will be steam-heates
thruout, so that guests desiring to remain
in Muskoka late in the fall may comfort
ably do so. 'The rotunda, dining 'ronm,
billiard “hall and cafe will all
with very large ofireplacesy; capable of
burning six-foot logs. These Iarge open
grates will form a pleasant feature of this
hotel on chilly Muskoka evenings,

Thet this mespciation, baving ex-
amined the facts laid before it by those
interests, asking for a removal of the
duty and.also by those interested in the
oil industry, hereby expresses its con-
viction that the facts laid before it
have not shown clearly enough that
the price of oil has been raised to an
exorbitant extent as a resuit of the
duty; that, therefore, the association
cannot endorse the request to the Gov-
ernment asking it to remove the duty
on oil, but that it place itgelf on record
to the effect that the  Government
should appoint a commission to fully
investigate the facts connected Wwith
the Canadian oil ivdustry prior to
adopting legislation affecting this indus-
try. ¥ :
