THE DOCTOR ARRIVED JUST IN TIME

Diphtheria in the Junction Leads
to Discussion of Sanitation By
the School Board.

Toronto Junction, Oct. 15.—A meeting or
the Board of Health was held to-night, at
which the Medical Health Officer and
Health Inspector handed in. their Treports.
The Medical Health Officer reported that
there were elght cases of diphtheria In
town last month, and that three caseg ae-
veloped during October. There are DOW
six houses placarded, and all the cases are
of a very mild form. None of the cases
are directly attributable to school, eitho
the schools may have been distributing
points. ‘The Sanitary lnspector, however,
was instructed to report on the sanitary
conditions of the schools.

The Public School Board nhéld thelr re-
gular meeting to-night, and also discussed
the sanitation question. Irustee Hal
moved that outside crematories be Installed
in'the schools, which, in itself, was a con-
demnation of the Smead-Dowd system ROW
in use. Chairman Goedike defended tne
system, which, he sald, was a good one,
if properly run. The fault was largely
due to stupid caretakers. Mr. Hall reaa
several letters from medical men and Te-
presentatives of the City School
which tended to show that the System
might become offensive,and cited the fact
that the system had been abolished In tne
city schools. On meeting with opposition
from the board, Mr. Hall withdrew 218
motion, and substituted one in which 1Tus-
tees Hall, Constantine, Wwadswortn,
Mavety and Dalton were appointed to in-
vestigate the Smead-Dowd system in use,
and report to the board. Basket ball ror
the girls of Annette-street and <Cariton
Schools will be furnished them.

A special meeting of the Fire and lagnt
Committee was held this evening to con-
sider a proposition from Mr. Joseph Bar-
rett, to furnish the town with 100 electric
arc lights of 2000 candle power at $60 per
light per annum. A resolution was passed,
which will go on to Council, recommenuing
that the town pay $6000 per annum Ior
the 100 all-night lights, and that the Hum-
ber Power Company purchase the town's
electric light plant at a valuation, tne
company to pay the town $2000 per annum,
with interest at 7 per cent.
