New York, - Oct. 20.—A Canadian
writes The Sun as follows: It is to
Ye regretted that something jnore
than a paseing notice has not been

- glven by the United States press to
the discussion that took yplace on Det.
23, in the Canadian parliament, on the
Alaska cecision. There is too much
disposition on this side of the linz to
take the resentment in Canada as an
outburst of pettishness that will soon
pass over and everything will be all
right again. It is much more than
that, as time will show.

What gives sting to the issue of the
dispute as between Canada anfi the
United States is not so much that it
has gone against the former, but that
they‘geﬂev?in Canada that had the
case been entirely in Canadians’ hands
‘instead of being presented as it was,
they would have succeeded in obtain-
ing what they wanted from the sgense
of justice and good neighborhood <of

" the American members of the commiis-

ghon. As it was, whenever the Canadian
government endeavored to obtain the
principal voice in the negotiations pre=
ceding the commisgion they were al-
ways, so to say, called to heel by the
PBritish - Colonfal and Foreign Offices,
the British government being intent
on two things first, to propitiate the
Unitea States for Imperial reasons,and
then to snub Canadian sélf-assertive-
ness for colonial reasons.

Ssveral of the details discussed in
conn on with the boundary deeision
in the debate referred to, suf-h as the
suggestion that the abrogation of the
Clayton-Bulwer Treaty might have
been availed of to obtain comp:ensa~
tion—for Canadda in the direction of
Alagka, savored more of the mercantile
spirit than of diplomatic fngpiration;
pbut it served as a peg to hang a hat

" of remonstrance upon.

The trouble in Canada hag arisen be-
cause of the fact that the question
for decision was put in so fast and
hard a way that discussion of the
merits was limited, and admitted of TO
other decision than that arrived at.
Full justice was done by the prinel-
pal speakers 10 Lord Alverstone per-
sonally, and it was recognized that he
could not have gone further than he
did without overstepping the limits set
for him by the Colonial Secretary,
Joseph Chamberlain, .

There was some wild talk by the
ultra-loyal fire eaters, {ntermingled
with upcomplimentary allusions .to the
eraven and decadént class now sWAY~
ing the destinies of the empire, but
their significance was as nothing com-
pared with the
statement of Sir Wilfrid Laurier when,
speaking of the composition ef the
commission, he said:

“But.the difficuity is not there. The
dificulty; as I conceive it to be, is that
so long as Canada remains a depend-
ency of the British Crown the present
powers that we have are not sufficient
for the maintenance of our rights, It
iz important that we ghould ask the
British parliament for more extensive
power, so that if ever we have to deal
with metters of a similar pature again
we shall deal with them in our own
way, in our own fashion, according to
thé best light we have.”

This is the real and jmportant jssue
of the Alaska boundary decision. 1ts
consequences will be seen when the
