THEIR WAY FROM JAIL
It might Justly be expected that such 

a district would furnish a sufficiently 
li.rge contribution to the coffers of 
the Toronto Railway Co. to merit 
some consideration. In point of lact 
the traffic on ~The Roncesvalles line 
Is said to be lor Its length the largest 
of any line In the city.

A general Impression seems to ob­
tain in the neighborhood that the 
present work is tut the prelude to a 
thru service and there are even ru­
mors of a new belt line via Arthur- 
street and Dundas. A workingman 
who was waiting for a car at the 
corner of Roustead-avenue told the 
reporter: “This will only be for a
few weeks more and then we’ll have 
the King-street cars running up here.”

The “ Y” Of It.
Alas to shatter such trusting faith. 

1 he Toronto Railway Co. disclaims 
any such Intention. “We are merely 
doing It to enable us to ’y’ the cars,” 
said Divisional Superintendent John 
McCulloch. “The present arrangement 
la very unsatisfactory for _<he com­
pany.. We are only ablé tc run two 
oars up and down without turning 
them, giving a t: minute service. It 
will take a month! to complete the 
work.”

“Will you put on moie cars when It 
Is finished?” he was asked.

"Maybe there will be no more at 
first,” he said "We may add some as 
the traffic requires It. There Is no 
Intention of running the Ronccsvalles 
line other than as a stub line."

"1 should think a stub line was hard­
ly satisfactory tc the company," said 
Dr. Young of 280 Ronces valles-avenue. 
"The company has done the best it 
could under the circumstances, but the 
service has been altogether inadequate. 
You should see the cars at about 6 
o’clock, men hanging on to the steps. 
There was a complaint a while ago, 
when we never knew whether the car 
went down to Queen-street, or turned 
at the upper end of the car bams.” 
Regarding the growth of the district 
he stated that since April 10 work had 
been begun upon eleven new stores 
within a couple of blocks of his 
denee.

Street Line Won’t Do.
Frank 8. Jackson of KO Roncesvalle-s- 

avenue was another of those Who had 
hi ard that the King-street cars were 
to run up past his,door and cn to the 
Junction. He seemed disappointed, 
but not surprised when Informed that 
the rumor was not endorsed officially 
by the railway.

“The company will do Just as they 
please," he said. "I tell you I’m wait­
ing for the time when their franchise 
expires,and then I’m going to vote for 
the city to take It over. Ratepayers’ 
associations should be organized right 
away to prepare for that campaign. 
The service on Roncesvallcs Is dis­
graceful. Why,I usually have to walk to 
Queen because I can’t get the ac­
commodation. The stub line will never 
do. I reall ythlnk, lho, they have 
something else in Ihe wind. I have 
heard that the company Intend en­
larging the Dundas car bams and 
converting the Roncesvalles bams In­
to a western depot tor their trolley line 
from Hamilton.’’
