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Roman Catholics, though not more than 15 Catholics attended at 
any one time.

This year to date the attendance is 47, of whom 20 are
Catholics.

This is a Christian School. If it is important that Protestant 
children should be taught the truths and not the errors of religion, 
how much more impoitant is it that Roman Catholic children 
should receive the truth.

The children learn Bible History, Texts, and Sing Hymns in 
both languages.

Catholic parents are comparing the teaching as well as the 
religion with their own. We may not look for immediate results, 
but the seed is being sown, and it may be “a little child shall lead 
them.”
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Sara ELittle by little our influence is permeating the Province. 
Although we report only 37 Baptisms we believe over 100 

persons were converted.
