Within a year the 
project was financed, with a. capital stock 
of $3,500,000 as a beginning, departments 
formed, and in December, 1911, actual 
construction work started.

The site of the exposition is 816 acres in 
the center of a park of 1,400 acres in the 
heart of the city, the principal entrance 
being only ten minutes’ walk from the 
shopping district. The building sites oc­
cupy a plateau from which the city and 
the bay is seen spread out below as / 
panorama. The background is a range of 
purple clad hills and further away the 
snow-crowned tips of the coast range 
mountains. Rugged, picturesque ravines
