Summary Of
The Situation
This Morning

A VLY

The gigantic conflict over the ground
between the Scarpe and Oise rivers has
entered into & new phase. Repulsed in
thelr efforts to break through tie centre
the Germans have turped their atten-
tion to the wings of the salient in the
Aliled lines, but heavy fighting continues
all along most of the fifty-five mile
front.

On the northern flank, which has been
extended slightly across - the Scarpe,
Field Marshal Haig, aithough giving
some ground, has repulsed attack after
attack and has held most of his positions
intact, especially between Boisleux and
Albert.  On the southern flank the Ger-
man gains around Mont Didier have been

|offset by a French offensive movement

south of Noyon and the repulse of heavy
enemy attacks along the Oise.

Attention is divided between the Ger-
man attack along the Scarpe toward Ar-
ras and the probability that the French
movement in the south is the beginning
of a counter-offensive on a large scale.
The wings of the German salient were
its weak points and when the Allied
troops checked the onrush and held it to
small gains at great cost, as they have
done for two days, the enemy had to
change his tgctics.

| Vimy Ridge.

Arras is one of the strongest points in
the British line, and is guarded on the
north by Vimy Ridge and on the south
by Wailly Ridge, while there are strong
hill positions to the east. From these
positions the British artillery could bom-
bard the rear of the German lines to-
ward the Somme and prevent the Ger-
mans from widening the salient toward
the north, while at the same time giving
the British a point from which to launch
The German attack
along the Scarpe may mean either a
feint to draw British attention, an at-
tempt \to take the high ground around
Arras, 'or an effort to offset a British

counter-move toward Cambrai. What-

| ever its purpose, the attack continues in
| strength with the British withstanding

the enemy efforts gallantly.
Good Work of French.
French troops since their entrance into

| the battle on last Saturday have made a

courageous defence, but none was mere
so than that of Mont Didier. Driven
from the town and some distance west-
ward by overwhelming numbers, the
French counter-attacked and captured
and held three towns west of Mont
Didier. Meanwhile, another French force
struck along a front of six miles for a
distance of more than one mile. This
gain not only menacés the southern leg
of the salient, but also the German gains
around Mont Didier, where the enemy
has driven n small and precarious wedge.

East of Noyon, in a counter part of
their effort along the Scarpe the enemy
is attempting to force a passage of the
Oise. General Petain’s defence, how-
ever, has been too strong and the Ger-
mans have been thrown back with heavy
losses.
