nies:

“a. Upon such by-law being passed and 
notice thereof given to the said compa­
ny or companies, they may either accept 
or refuse the same, or give notice to the 
council that, they will require the pur­
chase price of their property to be sub­
mitted to arbitration:

“b. In case the notice referred to in 
the preceding clause is given by such 
company or companies, the price to be 
paid for such property shall be referred 
to three arbitrators, one to be appointed 
by the parties giving the notice, one by 
the council and the third to be agreed 
upon between the arbitrators appointed 
by the parties or to be named by a judge 
of the supreme court of British Colum­
bia, and thereupon the arbitration shall 
proceed, and the provisions of the arbi­
tration act, 1893, shall apply to such 
arbitration in all matters not herein spe­
cifically provided for:

“c. In the event of the company or 
companies to Whom such notice is given 
accepting the price fixed by the said 
by-law, or in the event of an award 
being made under the arbitration here­
inbefore referred to, such price shall be 
paid or secured before any further pro­
ceedings- are : taken. by the council under 
the powers contained in the preceding 
three sub-sections of the act:

“d. If such company or companies re­
fuse the price offered by the municipali­
ty, or if at the expiration of thirty days 
from the time- that notification of the 
price offered has been delivered, they 
fail to accept: such price or require an 
arbitration as* aforesaid, then the coun­
cil may proceed forthwith to exercise 
the powers conferred upon them by the 
preceding three1 snb-sections of this act: 
provided, however, that the council may 
enter into- the1 lighting of the public 
streets, highways, public places and the 
buildings with èleCtriC light at any time, 
upon their first acquiring the boilers, 
engines, dynamos, poles, wires and all 
other arc lighting plant utilized in the 
lighting of the streets by any company 
incorporated and carrying on their busi­
ness within fhe limits of the municipal­
ity; the pricq t° be paid for such plant 
and the preliminary steps to be taken 
for the acquiring of such are to be the 
same as hereinbefore provided.”

The house1 declined to give the commit­
tee this instruction, although it was a 
clause that shad been inserted in the 
Vancouver city bill.

The house went into committee to 
consider Mr. Eberts’ amendment.

After talking for an hour and a half 
the clause was rejected, the bill was re­
ported complété and passed.

Hon. Mr. Davie said the parliament 
buildings committee had examined a 
number of witnesses, but it was found 
that there was a great deal more to 
investigate. He therefore moved in ef­
fect that the lient.-governor in council 
he requested to appoint the members of 
the committee a royal commission to 
continue the inquiry.
