HOWARD D. TBOOP.^THE FIRST BATCH OF CONTRACH.
Washington,D. C., Oct 23.—This morn­

ing’s mail brought to league headquar­
ters the first batch of contracts with 
flayers for the season of 1890. Chicago, 
Boston and Fittsburg are the only clubs 
that have thus far notified President 
Young that they are in. the market and 
able to secure talent for the coming year. 
None of the new contracts contain the 
names of players familiar in league or as­
sociation circles. Mr. Young says he is 
not acquainted with the merits of M. J, 
Kittredge, whom the Chicagoe have sign­
ed, neither does he know anything of the 
qualifications of Robert L. Lew©, who is 
under contract to play with the Boston 
team next season. The Pittsburgh have 
also gathered in three young players, 8.

ABOUT THE BROTHERHOOD.

“We expect the players’ Brotherhood 
to make demands for concessions at our 
fall meeting,” said John I Rogers a few 
days ago, “and we shall get even by 
making a few demands on the Brother­
hood. We expect to be asked to modify 
or do away with the classification rule, 
and I have no doubt will do it, but the 
Brotherhood will be asked to agree to a 
rule providing that players who do not 
report for duty in condition on April 1 
shall not draw full pay until they do get 
into condition.

MlThe Wants of Moncton.
Moncton complains of the insufficiency 

of its wharfage and railway freight sheds 
which is the occasion of much loss to its 
business men generally. Moncton is one 
of the principal shipping ports on the 
Intercolonial and the road probably re­
ceives $40,000 a year as freight on wood 
brought^ here for shipment by water. 
Moncton ranks next in importance in this 
respect to St. John and Halifax and the 
revenue of the road is far ahead of that 
collected at any other station; yet 
Dorchester, Sackville 
little shipping place along the line has 
quite equal facilities. It is claimed that 
the Railway should at least extend its 
present wharf accommodation and lay 
tracks so that vessels could load and un­
load without interruption. At present 
vessels must unload from the main line 
and as trains are passing to and from the 
sugar refinery and Bnctouche and Monc­
ton station every hour or so,the interrup­
tions are serious.

It is also said that the present railway 
shed is simply piled full of goods, leaving 
only narrow pethways through the build­
ing. The crowded state of the building 
and the lack of loading facilities make it 
impossible to handle shipments expedi­
tiously, and the result is general com­
plaint on account of delays.
