THE LUMBEX COMBINE.

H. o. Partridge, Secretary of the Sas-
katchewan Grain Growers’' As-
sociation, Gives Evidence.

Ottawa, March 16.—Mr. Becker, the
Calgary manager of the Staples Lum-
ber Company, was further examined at
the lumber combine committee yester-
day, and repeated the statement he had
previously made that on account of his
company having several yards they
were able to purchase from the mill-
men-at a lower figure than other mem-
bers of the retail association.

H. O. Partridge, secretary of the
Saskatchewan Grain Growers’ Associa-
tion, said that the farmers were suf-
Tering from the high price on lumber.

To Mr. Sloan he said that the price
of land in his district had risen from
$20 to $30 an acre, and one farm near
him sold for $50 an acre. He went on
to say that the farmers.in the West
were delighted that the House had ap-
pointed the committee and started the
inquiry, and they believed that good
would result therefrom. It had been
suggested that there should be an‘em-
‘bargo placed cn logs so that there
would be enough kept in Canada to
supply the needs of the people.

Another suggestion was that if the
Dominion government did not desire to

go Into the mill business they might
hand over part of the public domain to
the provinces so that they could manu-
facture, and compel the Western Lum-~
ber Associations to sell at a fair price.
This could also be done with coal fields.
The Grain Growers’ Association had
passed a resolution in favor of the in-
vestigation.
