No two judges
would be likely to agree and the same
judge quite likely would not ijudge the
second time the same as the first, and
through no fault of the judge, either.
To take the place of these two prizes
on pears, I would recommand offering
premiums on b Clapp’s Favorite, &
Bartletts, 5 Sheldon, 5 Beurre Clair-
gean. This list might be extended to
advantage, as it would increase the
size of the exhibit. This would make
the premiums aft2r the same siyle as
in the single plate of apples.

In the plum departmsnt, class 69, the
size of the exhibit ‘would be largely
increased by the additiom of premiums
on a few single varieties like the
Bradshaw, Washington, McLaugklin,
Tiombard, Abundance, Burbank, and
possibly some others.
