Maritime—Moderately cold with

Marine  Engineers Complain
That no Provision is Made
for Their Getting on Naval
Vessels--Trade Unprofitable

That the new Canadian Navy is
not a Canadian navy was the theme
of a warm debate at a meeting of
the Marine Ingineer’s Asgociation
held in the Temple of Honor Hall,
Main street, last evening, The en-
gineers pointed out that there were
only ‘about half a dozen Canadians
in the famous navy, and that in that
respect It was worse than the old
“mocassin navee” which used to
chase the Yankee poachers after the
abrogation of the Washington Treaty.
They said that if the government in-
tended to create a navy, built and
manned by Canadians as it said it
was going to do, it should make
some provision enabling Canadian
engineers to get positions on the
ships. }

Attention was directed to the fact
that when the Canadian marine en-
gineeérs a few years ago entered a
vigorous protest againgt the employ-
ment of foreign vessels in the Cana-
dian coasting trade, the government
showed ita interest in- the develop-
ment of merchant shipping as a nur-
sery for the navy by passing an or-
der<n-council prohibiting the employ-
ment of foreign vessels in the coast-
ing .trade. and then after the storm
had blown over lefting the big coal
companies employ foreign ships of
over 1,000 tons,

The discussion wag very heated, it
being stated that if the government
continuéd to neglect the shipping in-
terests and the men who follow the
sea, it will not be many years before
the marine cugineers will have to
take up farming for a living.

One of Two Buildings,

Steaas

That the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company is contemplating the pur-
chase of property in King street and
has, in fact, practically arranged to
take over one of the best business
stands on that street, after making
an offer for another property, is the
report which is In eirculation in the
city, While the C. P. R. officials, de-
cline to discuss the question, it is be-
lieved that there is much truth in the
report,

Some months ago persons acting for
the Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany made an offer for the property
on the corner of King and Germain
streets occupied by J. M. Roche and
other tenants and owned by the Fos-
ter estate, George K. Fairweather is
the agent for the estate and the own-
ers of the building refused to sell. At
that time it was stated that the price
offered by the rallway company was
in the vicinity of $70,000,

Since then the Canadian Pacific has
been active in attempting to get an-
other property in King street, and
it is stated that the recent acquisi-
tion of the building adjoining the Oak
Hall property was due to the fact that
the Canadian Pacific had about ar-
ranged to purchase the property at
present occupied® by Oak Hall, to
Yemodel it and utilize it for general
office purposes with o large up town
ticket office on the ground fleor,
When a C. P. R, officlal was asked
about the matter he would not con-
firm it, but is reported to have said
that there would be startling develop-
regarding real estate purchases
in King street in a few days,

Startling 'Developments,

It is also stated that the big rail-

way company has been looking for a
King street site for au hotel, but this
is probably a revival of an old rumor.
Another sfory in connection with a
small property which changed hands
a few days ago in the course of a
larger deal, is that the property was
owned by a Toronto man, who during
a visit to this city saw tha properiy
and purchased it. Then he returned to
Toronto. In the sale which com-
pleted last week he cleaned up $1,000
on the deal,
There is also considerable activity
in residential property in the West
and North ends, but some real estate
men say that the city will not realize
the best results from the boom which
is now on, for the reason that there
is a general tendency to inflate val-
ues, Excited by reports of great de-
velopments in the vicinity of Cour-
tenay Bay, the majority of real estate
owners are inclined to hold on in the
expectation of a sharp advance. It
is also believed that in a year the
sitvation will have settled down to n
normal state and then will come, not
a mushroom boom, but a period of
steady development.
