Strikes.

New York, April 15.-=The anthra:
cite mine workers are now near a
peace agreement and it is said 90 per
cent. of the soft coal miners have ap-
proved settlement. A large majority
of the railroad engineers has voted
for a strike, but when the vote is
counted, time will be taken for nego-
tlations,

In regard to strikes, we are going
through now, in a mihor way, what
London went through in its great coal
strike, recently terminated. The set-
tlement over there hag undoubtedly
alleviated the conditions here, both
sides showing themselves emenable
to argument. The strain in England
did not reach finaheial interests ap-
parently at all.’ The London Sunday
Times gives a graphic account of ev-
ents there, immediately after the set-
tlement was in sight. It says:

“Rarely has there been a greater
contrast between the political and the
financial venters of London than last
week. It was most striking on Tues-
day. In Westminster all was gloom.
The coal conference had collapsed,
the Prime Minister had almost broken
down in announcing his failure to
Parliament, the King had abandoned
his visit to Knowsley, the soldiers had
been served with ball cartridges and
were ready to move and the papers
Were competing in awe-inspiring head-
lines. Yet the City (l.ondon’s finan.
cial center) was unmoved, Not the
slightest evidence of panie was there;
4 little temporary softness, perhaps, in
a few sgecuritles, but a good under-
tone everywhers and in some sec.
tions an uninterrupted boom, Inhum-
erable were the inquirles from West:
minster for an explanation, Did the
City know anything not known to Par-
liament? Or was the City demented?
There was no®special knowledge and
no details dementia ;only a little aaa
no dementia; only a little judgment.
The coal struggle, like any other in
these days of gigantic battalions, was
finally only a question of finance, It
had to come to an end when the
men’s funds gave out. That was a
calculable date, and, as | have said be-
fore, g misfortune of ascertainable
term ceases to influence markets. All
that matters to them is the future, and
the present is ever past. Politicians
may be staggered by immediate ev-
ents, but the stock markets look be-
yond them and discount the end. That
{8 why, to the utter surprise and con-
fasion of politicians, there was no tre-
mor in the City early last week. And
the City was proved correet in its
judgment before the end of the week.
The termination of the coal strike is
in sight. And now nearly everybody
is glad that the strike has taken place,
expensive as it inevitably was, for it
has taught the Syndicalists that the
structure of Society is tougher than
they supposed and not easily shaken,
even when held up by a million of wn-
jonists. It has shown the capitalists
too, that organized labor in England
possesses self-control and discipline,
and prefers legal methods to vielence.
The funds having run down, there
{s reason to hope that with the re-
turn of the miners to work, the era of
strikes has closed for some time to
come. And that is a notable gain from
the anxieties and worries of the last
month.”

Hlinois.

The political situation has bubbled
somewhat more violently during the
last week, but here, as with the strike
gituation, there has been nothing to
cause alarm. The result in Illinois is
no more significant of a sweep in
favor of Roosevelt and against Tafi
than if elther name had appeared in
the voting. It was merely a clash of
factional opposing branches of the Re-
publicart party, purely local to the
state. The same thing will appear next
week in Peunsylvania, with the result
as far as Taft and Roosevelt are conh-
cerned, reversad. Taft will there have
a wide deal, but the fight is an in-
terior one and hag nothing to do with
the actua]l election result, which in
Penmsylvania will give Taft in Nov-
ember, a large plurality. The attitude
of the stock market is indicative of
no distiwbance at the Illinois news
There was a slight softness but the
spots were immediately filled in. As
in London, the street has no special

Lknowledge amd no dementia. It is

merely good jinlgment, calmly weigh-
ing the facts.

\The facts are these:

The country is for stability and does
not care to try experiments; with
unstable factors like Roosevelt or
with unknown gqualities like Clark or
Kern. Mr. Wilson is out of the run-
ning. Mr. Taft vepresents the qualities
of honest purpose, unswerving ten-
acfly for the things that have been
tried for a hundred years, in courts
and in constitution: and over three
years of eéxperience in gulding the
nation, constantly developing better
judgment and action. The brains and
the property interests of the country
have no disposition to swap horses
while the stream of prosperity is ris-
ing. For thris we have the authority of
Lincoln, who is nowadays much quot-
ed and frequently distorted.

In the final result it is the good
judgment of tihe business interests,
which includes thee brains and the pro-
perty owners of the country, which has
invariably thus far fu our history set-
tled great elections.

New York, N. Y., April 14.—Regard:
less of a variety of de pments, some
of them distinctly unfavorable, the
stock market today made another very
decided move in the direction of high-
er prices. In the initial dealings it
followed London’s lead by registering
many declines of one to two points
and in a few fsolated cages the fall
was greater. Marked weakness was
shown by the preferred shares and
the bonds of the international Mer-
cantile Marine Company, one of whose
leading subsidiaries is owner of the
steamship Titanic

The selling movement met with
prompt support in the shape of buying
orders which soon effaced a great
majority of losses and in some cases
brought the level well above Satur-
day’s close. BY midday the movement
gathered grealer impetus, with high
records for American Can common
and preferred. In ract, dealings in
these shares coustituted one of the
conspicnous features of the day, Both
by reason of their activity and gains,
the preferred stock closed with a net
advance of 5'. points, while the com-
mon was up 47%. There was a disposi-
tion in conservative quarters to view
the movement in Can stocks with some
concern, but that feeling evidently was
not shared by the professional ele-
ment which had the market well in
hand and impelled further short cov-
erings.

CONSIDER PENNY SAVINGS
'BANKS FOR THE SCHOOLS

Board of School Trustees in
Session Discuss Difficulties
and Advantages of System
—Action Deferred.

The regular meeting of the board of
school trustees was held last evening.
Chairman R. B. Emerson presided,
the members of the poard present be-
ing, Trustees Coll. Russell, Day, Mrs
Dever, Nase, Bullock with Supt. Dr
Bridges, Secy. Leavitt and Truant Of-
ficer McMann.

The board dealt principally with
routine matters. The chief matter dis-
cusged was the effect of an addition
to the school act relative to the in-
troduction of the penny savings banks
intoe the schools.,

The chalrman submitted a copy of
recent legislation passed, by which
two sections are added to the, schools
act, dealing with the matter of medi-
cal inspection in schools, empowering
any school board to make provision

for the care of health, cleanliness and
physical well being of pupils attend-|
ing sehools within their jurisdiction, |

and to employ such medical officers
as shall be necegsary to give effect
to the same. Any expendifure
red under this section may be
ed for in addition {o the
wise authorized to be as
school purposes, notwithstanding any
limitation to the contrary.

The second section which has been
added, deals with the systems of pen-
ny savings banks in the gchools. Ac-
cording to the section, the original
pla prepared for carrying on the
work fall to the ground and cannot

be carrled according to the enactment. |
The section prohibits that the \mn\i

connected with savings banks estab
lished under a preceding sub-section
shall not be done in the hours pre
scribed for the regular work of the
course of instruction, except in the
cage in which the teaching hours arve
not less than six each day. ln plan
ning - for the establishment of the
banks, it was thought that a short
time each week, on a certain day
could be set aside for the collection

of the pupils’ savings., The time re

quired would not exceed about ten

minutes. According to the section sub- |

mitted by the chairman, however, col
ections can not be made during school
hours,

A number of the trustees expressed
the opinion that the whole effect would

be destroyed by endeavoring to make
the collections ouiside of the school
hours. As nothing could be done in
the matter this term it was deferred

for further consideration by the board
Applications for positions on the per
from J. Roy Bell, Susgex (Corner: Bes
Herbert 1.
