The New Brunswick :hutre tax has
materialized and after June 1st every
one attending a theatre will be taxed
upon the following scale of admission:

On all. tickets belonging to the cheap-
er group of prices—tickets for the or-
dinary run of shows ranging from Ge.
to 25c. inclusive—a tax of one cent.

From 26c. to 50c, the tax on every
admission, two cents.

From 51¢. to 75¢. the tax will be five
cents.

From 76¢c. to $1 the tax will be ten
cents.

From $1.01 to $1.50 the tax will be
fifteen cents.

From $1.51 to $2 the tax will
twenty cents.

When admission prices are more
than $2 the tax will be levied on a flat
ten per cent. basis.

It is proposed to have the theatres
buy' these tax tickets of various de-
nominations from the government and
for the labor of selling them and ses-
Ling that the law is carried out in that
regard the government will allow each
theatre & small commission or rebate.
The bill is in amendment to the The-
atres anll Cinematographs Act.
Children are exempt on Saturday af-
ternoons; all other times they pay six
cents.

All entertainments wholly for patri-
otic purposes are exempt from the op-
eration of the act.
