Liquor Spomrs
Preparing To Spring
~ Something New

U. S. to Legalize Sale of
Beer and Wine.

Washington, Dee. 8—The futuro
cotrse of the liquor element in the
efiort to undermine the Bighteenth
Amendment ' was -revealed n the
House of Representatives yes-prday
when John Philip Hill (R.), Represen-t
ative from . Marylasd, Introiuced a
bill for a federal loeal option law for
beer and wine.

The adoption of federsl loc.l uption
will dpal with the alcoholic bever-
ages question in an American wav.”
Mr; Hlli declared in addressmz tie
House. “It will al'ay the preseut un-
rest, stop the widespread violarion of
the prohibition law, and 2 #> produce
milljont of doliars annnally of much-
needed revenue,”. .

As a “vote getter” Mr Hlll propJses
to tax beer 20 cents a gallon. and
wine 40 cents a gallon. His bill would
fix the alcohalic content of beer at
4 per cent, and of wiap at 12 per cent.

“Befora "the adoption” of the Eigh-
teenth Amiendment the states axer
clsed the American principle of local
option in regard to tte use of liquor,
wine or beer,” sald’ Mr. Hill. “By the
dmendment the mandfacture, sais cr
transportation of liguor is proahi‘ed,
but Congress may itself, under the de-
cisions of the United Sta es Supreme
Court, say that wine or beer were not
by that amendment slavsed as intoxi-
cating liquors. The federal govern-
ment has assumed eoxelusive/ conticl
ot the. matter. of. alcohollc. beverages.
The Supreme Court, ‘n effect, has de-
cided that the ‘comcurrent’ power of
the states is meaningless. It is tua1e
fore proper that the federal govern-
ment should itself put faio effoct Incal
option. as to. wine and beer.”

Mr. Hill proposes ‘that from and af-
ter January 11, 1922, each of the cen-
gressional districts shall constitute a
federal local optiom distrist. His el
authorizes that in the elextlons to be
held for ,Cfoosing members of the
House, the electors of each toederal
local option district shall decide by
vote as tp whether there shall i .sold
manufactured or transported In such
distriet, beer or wine, or hoth.

Wonderful Baritone

Music Lovers Enjoyed Vocal
Recital of Brilliancy and
Excellence in Centenary
Hall Last Evening.

It- is seldom that St. John music
lovers are afforded an opportungy to
enjoy a vocal recital of the brilliancy
and excellence of that given by Karie
Spicer, the accomplished baritone of
Amherst, N. 8. in Centenary Hall last
evening.
