Marysville, N. B., June 25—One of the 
frost impressive services of the confer­
ence was held tonight. TwO candidates, 
Hugh Miller and George Ayres, were pre­
sented for ordination.

According to the custom of the Metho­
dist church, the candidates were called to 
give «their experience in reference to their 
call to the ministry. Mr. Ayres stated 
with great clearness and effect, the par­
ticulars- of his experience and the dark 
struggle through which he had passed be­
fore he came unto the clear light of a life 
consecrated to Christ and the church.

Hugh Miller -told how, both in business 
life and while working on a mission in 
London, he had been filled with discon­
tent, only gaining relief when he entered 
into the full work of the Christian minis­
try.

After scripture reading the president, 
Rev. Wm.‘ Dobson, read from the ritual, 
impressing upon the candidates the im­
portance and seriousness of their vows, 
and exhorting them to faithfulness in 
their work. He then asked the questions 
as to their belief in the scriptures and 
promises to faithfulness.

After prayer, the ceremony of the lay­
ing on of hands was performed, Refis. 
Wm. Dobson, W. W. Lodge, C. H. Pai-s- 
\ey- and Geo. Steel taking part.
The Charge to the Ministers.

The ex-president, Rev. W. W. Lodge, 
then delivered the ordination charge. He 
referred to the importance and far-reach­
ing effect of this occasion in the life of 
those just ordained. He then spoke earn­
estly to them of the close examination 
which they must be prepared to undergo 
from fellow men. Today personality 
counts for far more than priestly author­
ity. The authority of the minister must 
depend largely on his likeness to his great 
standard, Jesus Christ. They must also 
be ready to mould their modes of experi­
ence to suit the times while the truth 
remains unchanged. We must have faith 
enough in the faith, of God to welcome 
any sincere examination into its origin 
and foundation.

The modern preacher must live and 
grow intellectually with his fellows. One 
of the great triumphs of God’s grace is 
its power to enable men to make use of 
every right accomplishment in His service. 
But above all, the minister needs the sure 
knowledge of the heart that God is with

him aqd is the great moulder of lives for 
whom he is but a willing instrument. 
Historical Society Meeting.

At a meeting of the Methodist Histori­
cal Society of New Brunswick and P- E. 
Island, held at the conference on Satur­
day night, the following officers were 
elected : Dr. Paisley, president; F. A.

A very carefully prepared paper showing 
much research concerning early Methodism 
in Westmorland, was presented by How­
ard Trueman. It was well received and 
called forth appreciative remarks from a 
number of the members.

The subject of a paper by the secretary,
G. A. Henderson, was The Conference of 
100 Years Ago. This conference met in 
Horton, in June, 1806, all the ministers 
of the time, and there were but seven, be­
ing present-—William Black, William Ben­
nett, James Mann, John Mann, William 
Sutcliffe, Joshua Marsden and Duncan 
McColl. They came to conference from 
Halifax, Shelburne, Liverpool, Annapolis, 
Horton, St. John and St. Stephen. The 
methods and difficulties of travel were re­
ferred to, as were also the pleasure of the 
occasion, the earnestness of the ministers, 
and the spiritual results all over ii prov­
inces that followed the meeting. At that 
time Mr. McColl was not able to do much, 
and his work was confined to a limited 
area, so that practically there was but one 
preacher from New Brunswick, and none 
from Prince Edward Island.

Stephen Bamford was sent out from 
that meeting into long and useful work.
A young lady, who afterwards became 
Mrs. David Starr, of Halifax, made deeds- rorcto 
ion at that conference, under the preach­
ing of Mr. Black and James Mann, that 
led her into the Methodist church and 
meant so much for Methodism in these 
provinces. Other incidents were referred 
to, and a comparison of that time with 
the present closed the paper.
