Quebee, July 28.—All the warships in
the harbor again thundercd forth a royal |
salute of twenty-one guns this evening,
when the Prince of W ales left Canadian
soil and boarded the Indomitable not to
touch land again until “he reaches Eng-
land.

The departure of the prince is really
the beginning of the end of the series of
festivals of the past ten days, though
the tercentenary celebration will continue
until the end of the week. The holiday
spirit has by no means been used up
yet.

Quebec, July 99.—With the departure
of the Prince of Wales at daybreak this
morning, Quebec’s  tercentenary celebra-
tion was practically concluded. The har-
bor is emptied of the splendid ' fleet of
warships with the exception of the two |
French vessels, the Leon Gambetta and
the Admiral Aube, which will probably
remain until the official closing on Fri-
day.

The military camps are likewise desert-
ed. The last of the army of 8,000 men,
who were under canvas at Savard Park,
entrained today and were carried back to
their homes. .

With sailors and soldiers gone and the
population almost normal, Quebec life is
drifting back into its former channel. The
decorations are still there, the brilliant
illuminations continue to shed their
bright light over the city by night but
the life and soul of the celebration :-went
out when the  prince and his warships
sailed away this morning. :

To-day’s events consisted of another
performance of the pageants, a daylight
fireworks display for the children at Vie-
toria Park and this evening a civic re-
ception at city hall. There was a fair
cathering at the pageant grounds and an
enormous crowd at the French-Canadian \
playgrounds for the fireworks -display..
