1t is
long since the priestahavedone a stroke
of business equal to this.” 1t is true that
Lord Ripon had come to be thonghtja
failure in politics, and that he was one of
the victims whom it was found conve-
nient to saerificc when Mr. Gladstone
rearranged his Cabinet in August of last
year. His services as Joint High Com-
missioner at Washington had earned

him, in the estimation of his Chief =
Marguisate, but in the estimation
of the country, much obloquy—
so much obloguy that his presence
in the Ministry became a source of weak-
ness and not of strength.

Double Exeoution at Liverpool.

Yesterday morning: Henry Flanigan
tafid Mary Williams, the two prisoners
convicted of murder and sentenced™to
death at the recemt Liverpool Assizes,*hy
Mr. Jastice Archibald, were executed at’
Kirkdale gaol, in the preserce of the pri-
son officials and the representativés of
the press. Flanigan’s crime was one of
a very brutal nature, he having murdered
his aunt uader circumstances of great
aggravation, and sithougha reprieve was
sought by his friends there was but little
hope of their endeavors being success-
ful. Flanigan was ashoemaker by trade,
and was employed /by his aunt, and the |
murder took place on the éth April, dur-
ing which night the prisoner, after a fit
of drunkenness, strangled his relative in
a kitchen, and robbed her of all the mo- '
ney she had about her. The case of the
woman Williams was not of such a hein-
ous character, she having been convicted
of shooting a man named Nicholas Man-
ning at Bottle on the 20th April. There |
had  beem .a quarrel  between
the sisters of the decceased and the
prisoner, and, as was alleged by the pro-
secution, the latter seeing the deceased
maa passing ker kouse teek a pistol and
shot him. The womap has throughout
strenuously persisted tfiat she was inno-
cent, and that it was her husband (who
has disappeared) who committed the fa-
tal act. This assertion she repeatedly |
made, even on the scaffold. A great ef- 3
fort was made by the Mayor of Bootle
and other persons to obtain a reprieve
for the unfortunate woman, but in vain.
Both prisoners were -Roman Catholics,
and listened to the administrations of the
gaol chapiain with censiderable interest.
Upon the fatal morning they rose at haif-
past 5, after having spent a sleepless
night, and at half past 6 attended divine
service in the chapel, where the Commu-
nion was administered, +the prisoners
coufessed, and received absolution, the
womsan stil -asserting her innocence.
Bhortly before eight o’clock the culprits
were brought out from the ‘ eception
room,” and taken up to the scaffeld, sup-
ported by warders aund tollowed by the
chdplain, who recited the service. The
man appeared d=<jected and even stupe-
fied, and with the exception of one last
despairing glance around, he took ne
notice of anything and did not speak.
His arms were already pinioned, and his
legs -were now secured by means of a
strap, and-the white cap was drawn over
his face. The exeeationer then adjusted
the noose and he stood waiting his fate.
The woman was treated in the same way,
a female warder being present by her side

jein the various societies.

During the operation of preparation—
which scemer to those looking on to be
terribly long, although sctually only a
few moments were occupied—she recited
various prayers-and the creed. She also
protested ker innocence, saying it was
her husbamd who fired the pistol. Be-
fore the bolt was drawn she said ““God
pardon me for my bygone sins,” and at
the last moment she sheok hands
with the female warder, saying, ¢ Good
bye, God bless you all.”

He did not get down quite so”
far, or at least did not make any siay,
bat in Wentwerth street he entered Susie
Lynch’s beer shop. Being a strictly
temperate man he only took ginger ale,
and remained some time with two or
threefascinating damsels who were there.
Then he started to go home,. and on the
street he met Policemian Weatherhead,
asked the nearest way to King street,
was directed the way, and at the same
time informed by the policeman, as he
did not seem to understand very well,
that in a few minutes he would be going
up and wounld show him the route. He
decided to wait, went back to the beer
shop, and remained about ten minutes.
