
B Thanking you, gentlemen, for your attention, and trust-B ing that we shall all meet a year hence, with a still brighterB prospect on the pharmaceutical horizon, I wish you goodB luck, good prices, and a rush of business.

B On the conclusion of the address, Mr. Reed moved,B seconded by Mr. Henderson, that the thanks of the meetingB be tendered to the president for his pleasant and able address.B Carried.

B The members then proceeded to the election of threeB members to the Council, to fill the vacancy resulting fromB the expiration of the term of office of Messrs. T. M. Hender-B son, D. S. Curtis and Chas. Nelson.

B The President appointed Messrs. A. W. Draper and E.B Pimbury, scrutineers, who, after counting the ballots,B announced that Messrs. T. M. Henderson, D. S. Curtis andB Thos. E. Atkins had received the highest number of votes;B upon which the President declared them elected as membersB of the Council for the ensuing two years.

B The newly elected Councillors, then in a few words,B thanked the members for their confidence in them, andB promised to do their best for the welfare of the Association.

B Under the head of miscellaneous business, the SecretaryB read the amendment to the by-laws, as proposed by theB Council, of which notice of motion had already been given,B and it was moved by Mr. T. M. Henderson, seconded by Mr.B A. W. Draper, that the Association adopt the amendment asB read which is as follows :
