ON THE USE OF SOFT WOODS,

In most of o1r Arierican cities, the problem
of procuring artistic color cffects without having
too much white aint to keep clean, is one
which demands attention from both architect
aed housekeeper.

For a simple house of moderate cost, fine
woods are generally out of the question, bat
that is no reason why the small house should
not be equally charming in its color scheme.
White:wood or paplar, he cheapest of woods, i
close in grain, and can be stained und rubbed
down to 2 beautiful finish, in red, green, blue,
trown or mahogany color. Hazelor gum-wood,
which is but little more costly than poplar
makes a beawtiful Soish, either natural or stain-
ed to match mahogany, which it does more per-
fectly than either birch or cherzy ; while Georga
pine, stained a rich Vandyke brown, is almost,
if not quite, as beautiful asbog or Flemish oak.

Inan inexpensive house, no other wood than
poplar or Georgia pine need be considered ;
and if they are properly stained, the cflect can
be made very beautiful. If the house hasa
sunny exposure and direst light into the hall,
the woodwork of vestibule, hall, and stairs
might be Georgia pine, stained to represent
old Engilsh cak, The best waytoget this effect
