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tion. It is almost needless to add that the
kindest of feelings were expressed on both sides,
and that the relations between both societies
has ever continued as binding as in the early
days. The yearly report of the Diet Dispensary
was read with the Association reports at their
annual meeting until 1894, when owing to the
number of branches which that institution now
sustains, and the consequent lengthened meet-
ings, the Dispensary report was withdrawn.

The latest step taken by the Dispensary, has
been a removal from the quarters, so long and
so generously given them by the Trustees of the
American Church; rooms which have seen the
work grow from infancy to such an extent as to
be cramped in the accommodations which help-
ed it through nearly fourteen years of existence.
To celebrate the fifteenth anniversary of its life,
a new home was found, and to suit the appli-
cants, who are very largely of the poorest class,
rooms were secured on St. Antoine Street. This
move was made after very serious considera-
tion, and consultation with the board of gentle-
men, who for some years past have been the ad-
visors of the Committee in any important mat-
