The larg-e iiuub.-r ùf out-door patients that are treated in the Hos-
pital, averaging freni sixty te sue'enty daily-supply illustrations of
inost of the discases of infants and ehidren, of very many of the oye
and Ekia, and of those chronie and ill.d'efined aliments, 'whieb, as they
do net require admission te t-he wards of an hiospital, would. not
otherwise corne under the obscrvation of the student, although, on
aceount of tbecir variety aindi frcqueney, of great importance te the
.Physqielan.
