As
for nests, secluded places about fences
arranged by leaning boards from the
ground to the fence, or in some such
manner, are generally considered the Lest
nests for turkeys and geese. These fowl
prefer to make their own nests, but the
devices mentioned encourage them to
nest in desirable places.

clump in the garden to replace any that
may die.
