Treatment of Children.

Some people do not govern and manage
their children well because they have nit
the abhility ; some because they do not
know how; and others because they are not
wiliing to use the necessary thoughtfulness,
and submit to the necessary self-dental, for
such sell-controul as is necessary. For
some of these difficulties there is no out-
ward and applicable remedv ; others may
be aided by a few simple reflections.

Do not lay useless commands upon child-
ren and allow them to be violated. [If a
command is it to be made it ought to be
obeyed, and if 1t is not fit to be oneyed it
ouzht not to be made.  Many parents deen
it incumbent on them, in order to vindicate
their authority over their children, to give a
great many ureless ur absurd commands,
without reflecting on their ubsurdity till they
are carried out ; whea they must stand be-
{ore their children committed to a false po-
sition, to which they must adhere for the
sake of authority or cousistency, or recede
from it {or the sake of common sense with
the loss of their respect, or must suffer a si-
lent disobedience for the same reasous with
the loss of their authority.

Bo not threaten pumishment unsuited to
the case, or which, from the nature of the
case, caanot he inflicted. Childrea soon
learn what the real import of such threaten-
ing is ; and thus acquice contempt for the
authority of their parents, and learn the ha-
bit of falsehoad at the saine time.

Do not attach a threat of penalty to every
command. Children ought to obey their
parents aud teachers because they command
them. A habit of obedience merely to svoid
punishment is one of the worst that can
possibly be acquired. A child should learn
to do what is right, because it is right.—
T'his will be a correct rule for him now aud
always,

Do not contract a habit of talking in a
scolding or objugatory manner ¢o children.
It discourages them from tryiag to please
you, at the same time, that they will them-
selves contract a similar habit, to be exhib-
ited whenever their occasion shall come.—
Prairie Farmer.

During his pa-
roxysms of distress and pain he would sometimes
invoke the name of that Jesus whom in his writ-
ings he had so fearfully blasphemed. At length
he expired as if forsaken of both God and man.
The conduct of these champions of infidelity,
when leaving the world, proves that there was
one spark of horror in their souls which all their
i)hiloaophic efforts were unable to extinguish !
n health they were the antagonists of revelation,
and some of them, the utter rejectors of mental
science ; but, in death, their conduct belied their
professions and reiterated asserfions ; for they
certainly gave indubitable evidence that they
were in the possession of souls, which they feared,
if not believed, would survive the dissolution ot
the body ; and that the Gospel, with its divine
author, they considered of greater importance,
when on the borders of the grave, than through
life, they had been willing to admit. Were not
this the case, would Voltaire have cried out, in
plaintive ac:ents, “Oh Christ ! Oh Jesus Christ !
and then complain that he was abandoned of God
and man? Or would Paine have called upon
the name of the Saviour, and then have exclain’
ed in dreadful agony of mind: “ I think I can
say what they make Jesus Christ to say, —* My
God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me 7" ”

We must, however,admit that the whole system
of religion and morals, as revealed in the Bible,
has an especial reference to man, considered as a
spiritual being.  He is not there dealt with as a
meye mass of animated matter, designed to exist
for a few months or vears, and then to become
extinet for ever.  The religion presented for his
consideration and attention, and the morals and
duties enjoined upon him, and to which he is re-
quired to submit, at once convince him of the
spirituality and immortality of his nature, as well
as his accountability to the Great Author of his
existence, and his capaciiy for either enjovment
or suffering.  In that system, which is divine, he
| is treated as a compound being destined for a
two-fold state of existence. Both its religion,
morals, duties, threatenings and rewardsylirectly
refer to-man's mental nature, and are designed to
teach Him, that hé is in the possession of a soul
which will survive the death of the body. The
worship which is due to his Maker, and which is
absolutely obligatory upon him ; the duties which
he owes to himself, to others,and to God, as well
as the whole of revelation, —though having refer-
ence to his present state, and the various circum-
stances of life,—have an immediate relation to
eternity and to the interests of his never dying
spirit.  With what overwhelming importance. to
every believer in mental science, who has proper
philosophic and scriptural views of this momen-
tous subject, must appear the language of Jesus:
“ What shall it profit a man if he shall gain the
whole world nmy lose his own soyl? Or what
shall a man give in exchange for his soul 7"

My dear young friends let me bescech you
never take rant for argument ; or the bar¢ as-
sertion of any man for scripture doctrines.

The subject of Baptism we have frequently
held up in our Bible Classes.  And you will re-
member that we haive shewn;

1. That it is not correct that the word Baptize
is confined to one meaning ; that it bas many
meanings, and one of its meanings is certainly to
sprinkle.
