The tea bell ! Its call was responded to by a 

company of glad young hearts, that find all the at­
tractions aad endearments of a Christian home 
with the mission family. Thirty-four of us, young 
and old, sat down around two tables in the din­
ing room, at one of which Madame Feller pre­
sided, with grace and dignity. It is not usually 
to be tolerated that people should repay hospit­
ality with a criticism of their fare, especially when 
it seasoned with such genuine ki-ldness. But 
there is something about the rel ition of our read­
ers to the table of our hort, in this case, that we 
a mot refrain fro n a re n irk—mi it is this : 
that we question very roach if any family into 
which the Pionver comes, sits down to so frug il a 
board. There was an abundance of plain food 
but even those things which are ahno-t regarded 
as necessaries in every fiv-mefs house were aw *n - 
ing. There was delicious home-m id : h cad, 
beautiful butter, and rich milk, but not a trace *>.' 
sugar any where. Even those of us who hag 
tea, had no choice about the “ firm's,” The 
only other eatables we saw were fresh eggs, and 
bacon. There are no luxuries at Grande Ligne 
save what the garden ra iy furnish. Yes, there 
are. There is the influence of an accomplished 
Christian lady, shedding abroad Christian co i- 
tcntme.it and chee:fulness all the year round, and 
making the comm'-nest fire seem a co.i'iriil 
feast. The absence of luxuries fro n their table, 
is, doubtless, the leistof trials to Madam.' F-iler 
and M. Rou8«y ; but after all, would nul some 
of us who fancy we can spare but little to the 
cause of Christ, think our lot a hard one if we 
were obliged to practice such self-denial. It 
opened up to u* in a very forcible way the posi­
tion and claims of the mission, and it suggested 
a hint or two, as to what might be done for the 
perishing papists of Canada East. We state the 
fact and let it plead with our re iders a - it did 
with our conscience».

Everything we saw told us of the efficient 
but loving administration of the affairs of the mis­
sion family. In particular, the truly filial r -pe-t 
and confidence with which nil the family, young 
and old, regard Mme.T'., was de ightfu’ly appar 
ent. The influence of religion appeared in nil 
their intercour-e. At the clree of the meal, a 
young I uly ban led ro ind bibles and led aments, 
and a short time was spent in reading the scrip­
tures and in prayer, before we rose from table. 
Nor was it a mere forma! service, bat an exercise 
in which every oie pre.ent seem t to join with 
interest. Of th it thirty-four the -e were proba­
bly not more than six who h id not been led from 
the darkness of papacy to look upon this great 
light. The parents of most of them were, per­
haps, at that moment, mumbling p iter-nosters 
and ave-Marias in homes where there never was 
a bible. And this was in the house which the 
pri<at had declared at the altar was filled with 
devils ; and whose threshold the supersti­
tious peasantry, a few years ago, shuddered to 
cross.

AMERICAN BAPTIST HOME MISSION 
SOCIETY.

Our readers are already more or less acquaint­
ed with the nature and extent of the beneficent 
labours of this flourishing Society. Its'disinter­
ested efforts to promote the spiritual interest of 
this section of Canada, and its understood wil­
lingness to increase its aids, have attracted the 
attention of the churches ia other portions of the 
Province. It is utterly inconsistent with the es­
tablished policy of the society, to intrude i'seU 
upon any church or region, and if, in any case, it 
is so represented, i. may c mfi lenlly be set down 
as a misrepresentation The society only extends 
its service and sends its agent to associations and 
chu-ches where it is wanted.
