MEN OF THE DAY.

Mr. Joseph ChamBeriain’s Career an Eve-
tationary Precess Aveording te the
Newest Curr-nt Historian.

A new biography of Mr.
Chamberlain
Morrell Morris. The writer traces
Mr. Chamberlain’s career as an evol-
utiopary protess. First as a
ness man he labored
made a moderate fortune and con-
tentedly retired. As Mayor of Birm-
ingham lie coufined his view to the
needs of his fellow-citizens, and as a
result of his emergy the Government
was rcformed, until Birmingham to-
day is a model of municipal admin-
istration. . Entering the House of
Commons, he began to work for the
welfare of the United Kifigdom, with
littie thought of the rest of the
Empire. The next step, turning his
attention from insular to Imperial
affairs, resulted from his withdrawal
from the Gladstone Ministty on the
home rule issuc. A review of the
biography in The New York Tribune'
gives the following summary of this
event :

“Mp. Chamberlain's attitude to the
Irish party is shown by a Jetter writ-
ten in 1885, in which he said that
the Dritish Government ‘ought to
welcome suggestion and criticism
from every quarter and from all sec-
tions and classes of Irishmen, pro-
vided they are animated with a desire
for gvod government and not by a
blind hatred of all government what-
ever.’ But he added that if Irish-
men expected Englishmen and Scotch-
men to treat them with greater con-
sideration they must correspondingly
show greater consideration for public
opinion in England and Scotland.
His policy from beginning to end
was, us he said in 1884, to secure
‘to Irishmen every right and every
privilege which legislation has secur-
od or may secure for Englishmen and
Scotsmen.” But never—it is essen-
tial to remember this—was there &
single hint that he favored, or would
ever in-any degree favor, such a mea-
sure of separation' as was contem-
plated in Mr Gladstone’s scheme of
home rule. On December 17, 1885,
he said :

“ ‘Ag Lo Mr. Gladstone . . - he
has again and again said that the
first duty of Liberal statesmen is to
maintain the integrity of the Empire
and the supremacy of the Crown.
Subject to that, he is prepared to
give the largest possible measure of
local government that could be con-
ceived or proposod. Well, I entirely
agree with those principles, and I
have so much faith in the experience
and patriotism of Mr. Gladstone that
I cannot doubt that it he should ever
see his way to propose any scheme
of arrangement, 1 shall be able con-
scientiously to give it my humble
support. Dut it is due to the Irish
party to say that all sections of the
Liberal party—Radicals as much as
Whigs—-are determined that the in-
tegrity of the Empire shall be a
reality ‘and not an empty phrase.’

cohis faith in Mr Gladstone was
presently disturbed by more or less
authentic intimations that the latter
was putting into the home rule plan
which he was formulating some pro-
visions contrary to Mr. Chamber-
lain's sine qua nomn. So when, at
the end of January, 1886, Mr. Glad-
stone invited Ar. Chamberlain to ac-
fept‘n place in his Cabinet, the lat-
ter wrote him frankly that he could
not do so unless he might have ‘un-
limited liberty of judgment and re-
jection’ concerning forthcoming Irish
legisiation, since it had been intimat-
ed that Mr. Gladstone was framing
proposals to which he (Mr. Chamber-
lainj could not agree. Mr. Glad-
assured him that he might
have such literty in the fullest de-
gree, and upon that understanding
Mr., Chamberlain entered the Cabin-
et. Mr. Gladstone then completed
the draft of his famous home rule
bill without taking into his confid-
ence a single member of the Cabinet
save Mr. John Morley, and ‘sprung
it’ upon the Cabinet in finished form.
Mr. Chamberlain’ thereupon pointed
oiit to his leader that the bill, in his
opinign, tended to impair the integ-
rity of the Empire and the suprem-
acy of the Crown, and that, there-
fore, in accordance with his declara-
tion of December 17, already quoted,
he could not support the measure ;
and he resigned his place in the
Cabinet. That is, in brief, the story
of Mi Chamberlain’s departure from
the CGladstonian Cabinet, The whole
procedure was consistent and
straightforward: and the epithet of
*Judas’' which was hurled at Mr.
Chawmberlain for it was as undeserv-
ed as it was silly.”
