At the Foot of the Rockies.

Tho Last of the Agricultural,Exhibitions, 
Medicine Hat and Its Surroundings.—A Trip 
into British Columbia.—Return to Calgary.— 
Old Acquaintances In the North-West.

(Staff Correspondence.)
0algary, Oot. 14tb.—My last let­

ter was dated from Regina, where 
our work of attending Agricultural 
exhibitions closed, much to our sat­
isfaction, for although wo bad en­
joyed the two weeks spent in that 
way and appreciated the fine oppor­
tunity it gave of learning tho re­
sources of tho country and getting 
acquainted with the people. Still 
we were not sorry when banqueting 
and exhibitions were over and we 
were on the train speeding our way 
to the setting sun. Regina was left 
at about midnight, and when morn­
ing came we found our train how­
ling over a level prairie with here 
and there a small lake or pond, and 
now then an alkali bed, looking like 
a pond frozen over. No place of 
importance until tho Saskatchewan 
was crossed and Medicine Hat 
comes in sight. The Hat is quite a 
thriving lilted place, and although 
the soil here looks as if it were quite 
second-rate for agricultural purposes. 
The Hattites wont listen to any 
such thing, but claim that just away 
from the lino they have soil equal to 
the best in the N. W., and in proof 
of the fertility of their soil they had 
a large case with a glass front on 
the station platform on exhibition, 
samples of what their soil would 
produce in cabbages, potatoes, 
turnips, onions, &c. &c., and if these 
were fair averages, their soil is all 
right. All aboard and we are away 
again. Calgary is the next town of 
tiny importance, but night is around 
us again and the prairie fire looming 
up near and again in the distance is 
all there is to break the monotony, 
except a gas well that was burning 
near where the train stopped, which 
gave us an excuse to stretch our legs 
and watch for a short time the bril­
liant flame that was coming out of 
a four inch pipe, about four feet 
high, and making a big light spot in 
the darkness that seemed more 
dense at a distance. Wo passed 
Calgary in the night, and morning 
found us nearing Banff, where wo 
ought to have slopped but did not,
I will not attempt to describe ibo 
mountains, because, like tho man 
who lost his ashes, I could not do 
them justice. We breakfasted at 
Field station in British Columbia, a 
C. P. R Hotel, got up almost re 
gardlcss of expense, situated right 
in the mountains, and to my mind 
one of the finest spots on the road. 
Oar Photographer did not lose 
tho opportunity of getting u picture 
here. As tho hotel only expected to 
feed about ten, and there were about 
fifty it took some time to get break­
fast ever. The conductor however 
was obliging, as we have found all 
the officers on the road, and the pas­
sengers were assured that the train 
would not leave until all had time 
to get their breakfast. After pass­
ing Field we began to notice the 
work of the glaciers where the trees 
had been cut off from the side of the 
mountain in their decent, just as if 
a great plane had been run down its 
sides. Now we run along the edge 
of the Beaver river, a dashing roar­
ing foaming river, with a rocky bed 
and green water. The water in the 
mountains is all of a green color. 
Now the scenery is best on one side 
of the car, and the passengers are 
all on that, trying to take in all 
there is to be seen, and now it is 
best on the other side, and we all 
go for that side, each one trying to 
point out something startling or 
quietly trying to take in ,the whole 
scene as individual character came 
out. Here the mountains in all 
their majesty, towering so high that 
you could not see their tops out of 
the car window without stooping 
very low, and. then they recede 
again and you can see their snow­
capped peaks, and here and there 
a long white line, the mountain 
tunnel running down to the valley 
below, and then just as you were 
taking in the whole scene and try­
ing to get it well photographed on 
your mind, tho train would dash in­
to a snow shed and darkacss, com­
ing out to the light in a few mo­
ments almost dazed and so on until 
Rogers’ Pass was reached (so called 
because a Mr. Rogers was the dis­
coverer), within a few miles of the 
great glacier which we could just see 
at this point. Here the trains 
crossed and as youç 4 corres­
pondent was tired and aÜout satisfied 
with what he had seen 4ie concluded 
to stop on board the east-bound 
train and begin without any further 
ceremony the return journey. There 
was still daylight enough to enjoy 
tho scenery as far on the way back 
as Donald, and os the car was com­
fortably empty 1 tried to make the 
most of it. After Donald was pass­
ed, tired nature took charge and re­
mained in possession until the con­
ductor's shake notified me that 
Calgary had been reached. I made 
for the first light and found a res- 
turant; they could feed but could 
not lodge me. At the next light I 
was more successful, found a good 
hotel, electric light and all, 
althongh it was one o’clock at 
night. Calgary is not quite four 
years old and is tho headquarters of 
moat of the ranching business in 
the N. W. It has a population of 
about 25,000. It supports two 
daily newspapers and one monthly, 
It has six hotels, and they are 
fitted up in first-rate style. It has, 
three Protestait oUurohes, a sixteen-
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thousand dollar warehouse, the 
headquarters of an American Co, 
J. S. Freeze & Co. (Mr. Freeze is 
a Penobsquis man) are putting up a 
building (stone) that willco^tbetween 
6 and 7,000 dollar*; the lower flat 
for groceries and the upper flat 
for offices. It is well situated on 
the Bow and Elbow river and sur­
rounded by the finest scenery in the 
N. W. The last winle'- was very 
hard on cattle. There were three 
months of solid winter weather. 
The next morning after arriving at 
Calgary, looking around the town 
a little, I called on the Rev. Mr. 
Betts, who most of your readers 
will remember hs a prominent min­
ister of M)e>xN. B. & P- E. Island 
Conference al one time, but who at 
the call of duty went west. The 
welcome at the Parsonage was 
warm and hearty. After a few 
moments conversation, Mr. Betts 
said Mr. Henry Allison, ex-M. P 
for Hants, is in town and we are go­
ing for a drive, there will bo a spare 
sent, will you bo one of the party? 
Glad to have the opportunity to see 
tho country, find so after getting 
half the town interested in trying to 
find the whereabouts of a friend, 
that I had stopped espeoially to 
see, but failed, wo are off for the 
Cbipman ranch. Tho drive is over 
a rolling prairie, the hills so steep 
in some places that it was a question 
whether the horses could draw us 
up or not. One or two bridges were 
crossed in the drive which had not 
boeen the case in our previous exper 
ince in the prairie. There was 
some fencing here, and a number 
of gates had to be opened. Mr 
Allison was tho coachman. Mr- 
Betts took charge oi thg breech­
loader, with which the pfairie chick­
ens for dinner were to be captured, 
and I was supposed to look after 
Mrs. B., and to help her take care 
of the dishes, &c., for dinner. Af­
ter driving some five or aix miles 
jnst en tho side of Coulee we saw a 
flock ofchickens. They wore very wild, 
however, but Mr. B., after following 
them some distance, succeeded in 
capturing a tine one. So now we 
were ready for tho camping place, 
which was'soon found close to a run­
ning stream. The horses were put 
into a farmer’s stable, and Mr. B., 
proceeded to make a fire and pul 
the kettle on, while Mrs. B. dress­
ed the chicken and soon it was fry­
ing in tho pan. Mr. A. and my­
self tried to make ourselves as use­
ful as possible, and I think we got 
in the best work after the table 
cloth was spread ou tho gras* and 
liderally helped ourselves to chicken 
and what Mrs. B. had brought in 
her basket. Dinner over we had to 
hurry home as the horses had to be 
back at a certain hour- On the 
way home we passed a drove of 300 
or 400 horses,feeding on the 
prairie with the cow-boys looking af­
ter them, and so ended a very pleas­
ant drive around Calgary.

—Mr. Chamberlain is reported as 
saying at Belfast, “if Canada has 
commercial union she must be made 
to know that it means political 
separation from Great Britain.” It 
is quite clear that Great Britain is 
not likely to consent to protect any 
colony that discriminates against 
her trade. That no British commis­
sioner would be allowed to advocate 
or assent to such disoimination may 
be taken for granted ; and we are 
satisfied that when the question is 
thoroughly understood, In all its 
bearings, there will be no disposition 
on the part of Canadians to ask, 
much less to insist of anything so 
unreasonable. We take it for 
granted that discrimination will not 
be admitted to discussion before the 
commission. It Is too unreasonable, 
ns a commercial and political pro­
position, even to be allowed so much 
favor. It is, in f»ct, not a practical 
question at all, and in the nature of 
things never can be.—Monetary 
Times.

—The requests for blocks of wood 
chopped by Mr. Gladstone, have 
been very numerous for some time 
past, and, probably with a view to 
reducing the demand, a circular was 
recently issue I fixing a scale of 
prices according to the size. The 
result is that the demand, instead of 
diminishing, has largely increased 
and the ex-premier is almost over­
whelmed with requests for blocks. 
Mr. Gladstone's lumbering opera­
tions are not affected by competi­
tion, and freights rates have no 
effect upon them, consequently the 
business should be very profitable 
while it lasts. Many lumbermen in 
this country, who are at heavy ex­
penses for men and teams, would be 
glad to furnish much more timber 
for the same money, but would pro­
bably perfer to sell in larger lota.

—It is understood that the Dov 
minion Government is making ar­
rangements for the handling and dis­
tribution of the mails between Jap­
an and England, via the Canadian 
Pacific railway, and in this connec­
tion Vancouver will become a con­
siderable postal centre, as all foreign 
mails coming east for Canada and 
the United States will be distributed 
from there. Sorting of foreign 
mails will probably be done at 
Montreal.

—The official inquiry into the sink­
ing of the Traverse lightship clearly 
shows the barque “Loyal ’ to have 
been at fault. The Minister of Marine 
has ordered legal proceedings for 

nages to be taken against the 
owner of the vessel. Tho “Loyal” is 
a Norwegian vessel.

Something About Numismatics.

(Written for the Post.)

The question is often asked by some 
one not engaged in tho pleasant pur­
suit of coin collecting : “What per­
sonal enjoyment and benefit does the 
party so engaged derive, in return for 
what requires time, research and a 
liberal expenditure of money ? Does 
he possess that keenest of all interests, 
the supreme relish for such things, 
which only one man in ten thousand 
possesses?” And still wondering.as we 
display tray after tray, upon which 
rests specimens which we have been 
years gathering together, he asks 
“How has it come about that you have 
collected such a wonderful assemblage 
of coins and so many relating to this 
country ? Such a task is almost with 
out precedent.” Smilingly wo crave 
his kind indulgence fora brief space of 
time, givir.ga short history of the coin­
age of the world and generally end 
with some flowery statement like this : 
History and Numismatology being 
synonymous terms, it follows that if 
to the history and geography of a 
country there can only be added the 
money of it, naturally tho science does 
much toward enlightening the world.

Here is a Summer Island Sixpence, 
please examine and tell me its history. 
A fine specimen you say, on the ob­
verse is a hog and on the reverse, a 
ship under sail, and the legend runs :

Summer Island,” a piece perhaps of 
exceeding rarity, and further you 
cannot go. However, as a record of 
all sales is published and memorized 
by those engaged in tho art, I am 
enabled to give you its history. It 
was formerly owned by Mr. Bett, of 
Brooklyn, and was purchased by the 
prince of collectors, Mr. Parmalee of 
Boston, for the modest sum of $400. 
The Summer Island is so called after 
Sir George Summer. It is one of 
the Bermuda Islands. Sir George 
died there some time in 1610, having 
gone there to victual his ship. The 
Island abounded with wild pigs and 
the date of these coins is probably 
from 1616 to 1619. They are the earli- 
iest coinage intended for American 
use,but when coined cannot be actual­
ly stated....

In the early colonial times they 
were not much bothered about bi-metal- 
lism, tho products of the earth being 

proper medium of exchange. In 
Virginia and Maryland tobacco was 
used. Tithes even had to be collect­
ed in produce, and tho tax gatherer 
estimated a pumpkim at 3d- and a 
pig to roast at three weeks old at 3s. 
The old Acts of the Virginia Colony 
lompolled a tavern keeper to provide 

a dinner for 10 pounds of tobacco,and 
pounds of the weed would buy a 

gallon of beer. During the revolution 
carried on by Charles I, and his 
Parliament, money was so scarce that 
ships coming to the colonics sometimes 
paid tonnage dues in powder and ball, 
and only recently, at Marblehead, a 
conjuror giving a show had to take 
fish at the ticket office in lieu of 
quarters, This practice is still carried 
on to a great extent in country towns, 
and so called open accounts are allow­
ed to run for years and in the end can 
only be adjusted by the aid of a 
barrister, which in part accounts for 
the number of lawyers to be found at 
such places.

The mania for collecting coins ap­
pears to be common to all of the hu­
man race.
“The Yankee boy before he’s sent to school 
Well knows the mystery of that magic tool, 

The pocket knife.”
The schoolboy of the present day 

differs somewhat from thè above and 
we cannot truthfully say :—

To that he turns his wistful eye
While he hears his mother's lullaby.
Nothing short of buttons, moon 

agates and business cards will gratify 
his passion, und the youth gathers 
postage stamps—skinners, spear heads 
and arrow points from the grand 
mounds of the Ohio and Mississippi 
Valley. He acquires an ample collec-| 
tion of cigarette pictures, and carries 
the photograph of his best girl in the 
inside pocket of his waistcoat. Even 
the most staid citizens have their hob­
bies in the collecting way. One wil- 
seek old books rare books, first editil 
ons, &e. Another collects auto­
graphs while a third will seek coins 
perhaps of the Russiapeempire, others 
those of the famous European 
sovereigns such as Peter tho Great, 
Karl XII of Sweeden, Napoleon 
etc. -“'The greater number, I 
think seek for the coins of the U. S., 
have never heard of a complete set of 
foreign coins, and no not believe one 
exists. Mr. Parmallee of Bna^p, the 
most distinguished of American col­
lectors, is the happy possessor of as 
complete as collection as can be got 
together, t he entire value of lot in­
cluding1 foreign and domestic coins 
being estimated at $75,000.

It takes years of patient hunting to 
gather together anything resembling 
a collection worthy of passing note, 
ftj\d as most çoins can bo bought at a 
price, the chief aim of the numisma- 
tologist is to gather together the vari­
ous pieces of silver and copper with­
out premium. I have been engaged 
in this art since my school-boy days 
and, considering the few pieces 
bought at auction, am the possessor of 
a fair collection of American coins 
and medals.

HoW carefully the amateur col­
lecte bis pennies and hunts for dates.

leaders of the art. At times a gap 
in'your coins is a distress and yod 
feol a want of completeness. After 
years of patient waiting accident 
presents one of the missing coins to 
the public; u score of collectors and 
innumerable dealers yearn for it as 
badly as yourself. Fortune favours 
you and Ibe prize falls to your lot.
Of course you are happy while the 
rest are miserable. What becomes 
of all the coins minted, what consti­
tutes their value and does numis­
matics aside from being a pleasur­
able pastime ever prove rémunéra 
tivc?

What became of the 1804 issue 
is an unsolved problem. During 
that year 20.000 of the dollars were 
coined not one of which was known 
to be in circulation, and the most 
valuable of all American coins are 
two 1804 dollars, which are in well 
known collections valued, at $2 000 
each. A still greater mystery sur­
rounds the half dollar of 1804; 160 - 
000 were coined and not one ever 
discovered in circulation, while the 
quarter dollar can be purchased for
$2,00 and their coinage amounted to ______________________
less than 7000 pieces. During tliR'l" [®"cd it would cause.a stoppage of the
year 180o, silver dollars were not —----- • - ■ - - -
issued, from the mint yet 321 were 
coinad and are in the hands of col­
lectors to-day. No dollars .were 
coined bv the government after that 
until 1836, and so it is, the value of 
coins is a simple question of supply 
and demand. Collectors are to be 
found in almost every oity in the- 
world, the United States alone con 
tains upwards of 20,000, every one 
of wbem is intent upon getting: a 
continuity of specimens. The mint 
at Philadelphia materially aids the 
persons engaged in this business by 
furnishing proof sets to all making 
proper application.

The aim of-rbe party so engaged 
is to gather together a series ef 
dales beginning with the first issue 
and adding te it year by year, and 
while during some years enough 
pieces were not circulated to grace 
tho cabinet of each collector, still' 
we all live in hopes of sooner or 
later coming into possession of the 
missing link. At times the auction 
room is visited, competition runs high 
and specimens of rare dates bring 
fabulous prices. I well remember 
my first experience in the auction 
room. A coin I bad sought for 
years was to be sold to the highest 
bidder. Trembling I named a figure ; 
in oae moment it was doubled, aoq 
in
numerous
course that I went home with a light 
heart, as success bad crowned my 
efforts, while the truth was 1 felt 
ashamed at, seemingly, wasting so 
much money on so small a thing.
The purchase has since proved to be 
one of the most lucrative invest­
ments! ever made in coins. Tho 
age of a coin does not denote its 
value. Many of the aacient Roman 
and Egyptian coins arc to bo bad at 
a price equivalent to a penny apiece, 
while a fiao specimen ef an American 
penny of 1792 recently sold for $300.
Penniesofl799 and 1804are valued at 
84Ç.00 and $20.00. Then we have 
20ct. pieces of 1877 and 1878 which 
cannot be purchased for less than 
$10.00 apiece.

The silver quarter of 1853 will 
readily bring $30.00, while the same 
coin oT 1827 will bring 860.00. An 
uncirculated 1856 each penny is a 
bargain at $5.00 and the two cent 
piece of 1873 will bring about the 
same price. As moat of these coins 
beve been picked from circulated 
currency, a large number of valuable 
coins undoubtedly pass throagh the 
hands of stove keepers, ticket-sellers, 
cashiers and etc. some of whom make 
a snug sum yearly by exchanging 
those of rare dates for coins that do 
not command a premium.

For some unexplained reason for­
eign counties do not isane proof 
sets, but, last year, Vico President 
Robert Hewett, Jr. presented the 
American Numismatic and Arch­
aeological Society with a proof set 
of English money, remarking that 
the American collectors as a class 
devote themselves" rather too exclu­
sively to coins relating to our own 
country. To sum it all up briefly, 
the art is one to be commended to 
the young men of the present day, 
and is far more interesting than 
many of their so-called amusements, 
and one well versed in the coinage 
of the world cannot fail to com­
mand attention and respect from 
even those who make lightof tho art.

Minister Foster and the W. C. T. U.

Napanre, Ont., Oct. 14.—The 
feature ef the Woman’s Christian 
Temperance Convention was tho ad­
dress of the Hon Goo.

P. E. Island Products for Bermuda.

Tlie barque Eliza Barss sailed 
from Charlottetown Sunday morning 
for Bermuda with a cargo consist 
of 3,000 bushels oats, 1,200 barrels 
potatoes, and a- quantity of barley 
and other produce- She carried on 
deck 12 horses, 8 head of cattle and 
20 sheep, and a number of geese 
and turkeys. The cattle shipped 
were very fine ; almost the best ever 
exported from the Island, and were 
bought from Hon. D. Ferguson, H. 
Longwortb, and other well known 
bleeders. The barque was leaded 
by Mr. Horace Hazzard, of Char­
lottetown, for the firm of Pearman, 
Watlington & Co., of Hamilton, 
Bermuda, who- are also the ewnere 
of the vessel. Mr. Watlingten of 
the above firm, was on tho Island all 
last week, add thinks very highly ef 
it. He was much pleased with the 
cattle shipped.

—The Minister of Customs slates 
that collectors of customs îa many 
ports ef the Maritime Provinces find 
great difficulty in inducing exporter» 
of lumber and other goods te make 
their entries os required by law, 
notwithstanding the fact that the de­
partment has reduced the labor con­
nected with such procedure to a 
minimum. A penalty of two hun­
dred dollars lias been provided for 
each offence and the cel lector at 
Moncion has placed a number of 
Intercolonial railway ears under de­
tention with the view of enforcing 
the law. ^

—John Gunn, who has a large 
stock and dairy farm near Conor 
Station, Manitoba, has, this season, 
given a good deal of attention to 
rice growing. He believes rice can 
be successfully cultivated anywhere 
in our latitude, and north of Win­
nipeg.
